There were 163 business failures 
In January, with liabilities of $1,866,- 
086, whieh compares with 174 failures 
and UabiUtles of *1,440.191 in De­
cember.

Berlin, Feb. 6.—Despatches received 
here from all the river 
Germany Indicate that the terrors of 
the floods which are raging as the re­
sult of several days of heavy rains and 
warm weather are Increasing. Over 
fifty fatalities have already been re­
ported. Great damage to property has 
resulted. A drenching downpour of 
rain continues "In the western pro­
vinces, In many parts of which traffic 
has been entirely suspended owing to 
bridges being washed away.

The government has ordered all 
available military engineers to pro­
ceed to the stricken districts to build 
dams to prevent further encroach­
ments by the water.

At Goerlltz many houses are un­
der water. At Breslau long stretches 
of railroad tracks have been destroyed 
and freight and passenger traffic sus­
pended. The river Oder has risen sev­
eral feet Seale is under water, and 
the electric light plants have closed. 
The medicinal baths are covered by 
the watccs. At Btlanburg nearly all 
of the factories have stopped, and the 
residents of the town are unable to 
leave their homes owing to the height 
of the water. At the Reizburg the 
Danube rose te” feet during the night 
Houses were inundated and agricul­
tural machinery carried away. The 
costal service has ceased. Railroad 
traffic on the right hank of the Rhine 
la reported at a standstill. Three 
bridges over tributaries of the Oder 
river have collapsed and schools have 
been compelled to close. Several bodies 
have been seen floating on the waters 
of the river,
