It is & matter of congratulation that the
city assessment is increasing so rapidly.
When this is the case and when it is ac-
companied by economy in civic administra-
tion a reduction in taxes is the result,

Animportant item in the city reventie is
the tax collected on income, and the in-
comes of & large number of our citizens we
are pleased to note are growing rapidly.

But id the assessment commissioner and the
assessors get'ing thesc incomss to their full
crtent on the assessment!

Wedo not think so. ¢

We are not heré discussing the merits of
the system of taxing incomes: much can be
against, something in favor of it; but so
long as it is legal it ought, asa matter of
justice to the poorer portion of our citizens,
be enforced to the last dollar.

What is the case with the poor rate-
payer? 3

The assessors look at his house and as-
sess it at its - full value ; they go to his
employer and they get the full amount of
his wages or salary and assess him for
every dollar over the §400 on which he is
exempt,

But with the employer and the rich man
it is different. The assessor has not al-
ways the same means of getting at his in-
come, Andmore than this the assessor
does mot exhibit equal courage in tack-
ling a rich man that he does in asgessing
the less fortunate ratepayer.

We know of men who have been making

forty to sixty  thousand dollars
a year who are mob. asgessed
for income on three thousand,

Why is this ?

The World intends making a thorough
investigation into the matter, and ina
few days will place the result thereof hefore
our readers, so that they may see for them-
selves how things really stand.

Wedo not wish to reflect on the assess-
ment commissioner, or on his deputies, the
assessors : our object is to direct public at-
tention to the abuses, so that there will be
such a public opinion on the question that

~ the officials will bestrengtbened in the dis-

charge of their duty,

In the meantime the assessors are now
going round, and it is for them to begin the
good work themselves.

This is a matter that does not concern
Toronto alene ; every city and town in the
dominion is interested,

DOMINION NOTES AND OFFICIAL RED TAPE

The assistant receiver-general's office in
Toronto keeps up the spirit of red-tapism
which seems to prevail in all our govern-
ment institutions. The intention of the
office is we take it to rcgulate the circu-
lating medium of the country and furnish
baunks and merchants with coin or dominion
notes of whatever denomination they may
happen to require ; but there is so much
red-tapism about it that it is of little use
to the general public. For instance, 'Lhe
World went.round to the office yesterday ;
several tellers were seen engaged in count-
ing money, and within an inner glass
room was seated the assistant receiver-gen-
eralin all his genial dignity ; but when
two five dollar bank notes were presented
to the teller and ten dollars in Canadian
silver was asked therefor the curt answer
was given : “We don’t take bank notes
here ;” that is, dominion notes were want-
ed. : ;

If the government charters banks, i
should accept their notes and should make
them legal for everything. 1f it docs not
see its way to do this then the time has
more than arrived for the government to
take over the whole circulation and allow
only pational bank notcs to be issued as in
the United States, We bave pointed out
many times before this that the people
themselves should make whatever profit re-
sults from the issue of paper money and the
banks should not have this perquisite. The
statistics show that five per cent of “bank
notes are never redeemed and, if this is the
case, we - hold that it is the people who
should profit thereby, not corporations
which have a sufficient number of other
privileges. The whole of our banking and
financial system so faras the government is
concerned seems over burdened with red-
tape. Even a simple money order
for eighty cents cannot be got without the
following formalities : It has to be signed by
the party in whose fayor it is drawn ; it L.as
then to be presented to the clerk ; the clerk
goes and compares it with the duplicate ;
he then stamps it three times, making as
much noise as a firecracker ; then another
stamp still is added to it, making it payable
at the Bank of Montreal, five minutes
walk from the postoffice. Ask any busiuess
man and he will tell you that the time hos
come for the introduction of simplicity and
despatch in the watter of money orders, in

THE [ 1 UE OF THE ONTARIO ELEO IONS.

It may be sfaely assumed that . the main
“jssues will be the award and the rivers and
stroams bill. . The elections” will probably
take plaze in a few months, if not in a few
weeks, after the haryest has been garnered.
It is not too goon, therefore, to -begin to
think about the stakes of the game. That
they are high is the admission on all hands,
Wo go further and agrce with those who
hold that the interests of Ontario, and in.
cidentally of the other provinces, are vi-
tally concerned. 'This alarmast view of the
situation is, we conceive, justified by the
following considerations :

For the first time since confederation the
relations between dominion and provincial
jurisdictions are directly involved in at least
one of the issues.

A decision in favor of the conservatives
will commit Ontarjo to the theory of cen-
tral government. Sir John Macdonald
impliedly says as much in his recommenda-
tion that that *“dominion men” should
be put in the local legislature.

The Macdonald ministry - has evinced a
willingness to take a hand in matters of
purely provincial import by the dismissa
of Lieutenant-Governor Letellier, by the
veto of the streams bill and the Manitoba
railway charters, These acts, taken in
connection with | the premier's avowed,
pref«rexice for legislative over federal
union warrant the belief that the congerva-
tives are taking the line of extending do-
minion coutrol over all provincial enact-

ments. s :
It is therefore mnot unlikely that
these  elections will not pass

without onr hearing the portentious cry of
Province Rights. 1ts couuterpart, States

Rights, marks the period of civil war over
the border. Pursuing the train of reflexion
here suggested, we may realize the pro-
blems with which Ontriio has now to
grapple. .

Touching the award, enough has been
s1id about the value of the territory as a re-
serve to stave off direct taxation and as' an
increase to the resources and dignity of the
province. What has not been sufficiently
considered is the obstacle which repudiation
would raise agaivst. the furtherance of
arbitration, The dominion is comyosed of
provinces various in character and
development, The great principle for
preserving harmony in this variety
and adjusting conflicting claims ought
surely to be arbitration, But repu-
diation might cast such discredit on this
mode of settlement’that the provinces
would be unwilling to trust therein, The
alternatives would then only remain of
of secession or a resort to arms.

One of the factors in the progress of the
nation is extension of confederation, New-
foundland would be a strengthening addi-
tion, What is also wanted is a better un-
derstanding and more sympathy between
the western and eastern provinces, These
objects will not be attained if Ontario ap-
pears to be victimized by an aggressive and
centralizing policy.

These and other obvious consideration
make it plain that the electors should wake
up to a lively sense of duty. Especially do
we appeal to the young men who, judging
from their representation at the universi-
ties and in business, should possess
a feeling of pride in  Ontario
and have her interests at heart.
Their attachment to the confederated na-
tion will be best shown by defending its
main bulwark, That bulwark is PROVINCE
RicuTs.

Sin: The result of the elections in
Manitoba just come off affords a . grati-
fying reflection to ell who wish well to
good government in the Northwest and are
striving for the downfall of monopoly
there. From conversations I had last
antumn with certain settlers from the vi-
cinity of Winnipeg, referricg to the hostil-
ity of the Ottawa government to all rail
roads that in any way might compete or
interfere with < the Pacific syndicate,
passed by the present government, 1 was
fully prepared to see just such s display of
popular feeling against the monopolizing
tendencies of the mammoth railway which
now holds down the growiog commercial
and agricultural aspirations of the people
who have gone to the rising Northwest.
One ‘gentleman of intelligence and con-
siderable property settled near Winnipeg
told mé that the Manitoban people would
neveF put up with the usurpations of the
syndicate or allow that road to stamp out
all competition by short rival lines. He
said Le spoke the sentiments of thousands
who are there when he asserted that if
the Ottawa government continued = the
policy of vetoing roads built for the pur-
pose ot carrying freight and passengers to
the lines east, connecting with Duluth,
the people would put the lines down and
maintain them, if necessary, by force, In
other words that the. people would never
put up with the grinding freight charges
and overbearing monopoly of the syndi-
cate, sanctioned by Sir John A, and Sir
Charles Tupper. Itis reported that the
local elections for the provincial govern-
ment are soon to come off and I prophecy
that the guestion will be before them, open
or secret, the monopoly of the syndicate
coupled with the right of Manitoba to the
lands within ber border. If that ycung
province is to be subsidized by the corrupt
Ottawa cabinet from year to year by grants
of money as it has been this year by Sir
John, assented to by the now premier,
Mr. Norquay, it would be far better that
all lands within its borders should be
handed over to the province 89 that a
revenue could be raised from them to carry
on the government., Let each province be
independent of the bribing influences o! the
Ottawa authorities. We do not want this
tendency to centralization of power at
Ottawa. The recent vetoes seen there to
provincial legislation and the infamous ger-
rymandering bill have sickened all patriotic
men with Ottawa legislation. Deep thinking
men everywhere are astonished that the
people at™ our recent dominion elections
should have overlooked the time serving if
not corrupt conduct of the late Ottawa
bouse of commons in yielding to the influ-
ences of the two men in Canads, Sir John
and Tupper, who are just, now pursuing a
dangerous course in regard to land and rail-
way matters in the Northwest. The North-
west only has to become more thickly set-
tled-—the screws of the railroad have only
to be turned a little tighter—and the
hydra-headed veto power from Ottawa has
only to be exercised a little more and the
people will assert their political rights
against unjust momopolies, The recent
elections, when so strong a man as Mr,
Schultz hes been defeated, speak out for
(breakers ahead. ~The latter gentleman is a
gervile follower of 8ir John A. and the
people up at Winnipeg don’t like it. Pre-
mier Norquay has to fo too, for the people
will have an independent provincial minis-
ter to lead them. It is evidently the in-
terest of all the provinces to stand upon
their rights—to tell the Ottawa knights—
the worsbippers of Downing street rule,
such men as Sir John, Tupper, Tilley and
Macpherson, that the day is past for
colonial centralized power on this continent.
If confederation is to continue and to be
fairly carried out it must be done not by
bribery or intimidation. Subsiding to pro-
vinces is bribery, and arraying jealousies,
such as the jealousy of Quebec against On-
tario, fomented at Octaws, is a sort of in-
timidation. We have seen in our recent
election, a premier at Ottawa pleading in
our city of Toronto, almost on the shores
of Hurop, against our right to a great tract
of country awarded to us, and succeeding
for the time by throwing into the eyes of
the electors the dust of the national policy
—which policy was not in fact in danger.
The people have rejected a man (Mr. Blake)
who would have done what Mr. Phipps
thinks in his letter in your paper of the
10th instant ought to be done—that is to
stop the granting or throwing away our
Northwest lands to great rich, home
and  foreign speculatou—créuinﬁ a
second, but much greater, orth-
west Canada land company., M,
Phipps alludes to the effect on Ontario
of the grant over 55 years agq to the Up-
per Canada land company, of which I think
the late Mr. Galt an eminent author, and
the father of Sir Alexander Galt, and the
celebrated Dr. Dunlop of Scotland were
agents about the year 1828, That tract of
land extended from Guelph through most
of the townships west of it in the counties
of Perth, Huron, Lambton, Middlesex and
other places. The land was sold to the
company for about twenty-five cents an
acre. The grant was a monstrous mono-
poly and reiarded the settlement of west-
ern Ontario, and still exists in a small way,.
It put millions of dollars into the pockets of
English stockholders and made temporary
tenants of thousands of hard-worked set-
tlers who worked up the value of the land
80 bought for English owners. 8o now Sir

/I Jobn and his cabinet are creating and fos-

tering *he same state of things in the North-
west country. The result of the recent
tory elections is put down as an approval
of this policy, I could describe even better
than Mr. Pnipsu has so clearly done in his
said letter the hardships of the old Ontario
settlers in their new lands from 1820 to
1850, My father was a large farmer during
Y{Mt of this time, owning in the vicinity of

rantford 1250 acres, and I in 1832 rode
on horseback over the lands of the Canada
company in msni townships in the vicinity
of Guelph, which was then only a little
hamlet. The cousitry about that now large
city was then a wilderness full of wild ani-
mals, My account of this ride is still ex-
tant in the shape of a diary in the woods.
It would seem the ovject of the Ottawa gov-
crnment is to get rid of all the public lands
in the Northwestas soon as possible,and that
chiefly to com}mnies, home and foreign,who
buy at a small figure to retail at a large one
to settlers who may come in after this.
This is a fatal policy and one likely to be
abuted, The rejection of the bpposition in
the late elections has fixed the policy until
the settlers in the west arise and put it
down,

Whether such a policy shall continue or
not will depend on our local elections in
Ontario in 1883, If we act_in upison with
the Manitoba opposition and urfder all cir-
cumstances staud by our award —making
our password no surrender—Sir John and
his bleus will have to yield, 4
