And yet that mortal
enémy of conservative misrule does not
come out with the expected declamations, |
does not charge Sir John Macdonald with
gross copnivance and Sir Leonard Tilley
with open collusion with the banks!
Prima facie there is something mysterious
in the Globe’s not biting at this sweet
toothsome morsel ; but the disclosure of
concealed facts would show that the Globe
is acting the part of men at large who not
infrequently sacrifice principles for interest.

BANK DIRECTORS' LIABILITIES.

Proiin the Montreal Witness, Nov 8

The large proportion which the liabilities
of the directors of some banking institu-
tions bear to the total amount of the dis-
cotints, is creating a good deal of discussion
at the 'present time, first, as to its cause,
second, as to its safety, and third as to its
remedy if it be an evil. There can be no
doubt of the fact that the Iiabilities of di-

large as compared with the total discounts,
or with the amount of the capital. The
official returns show that the liabilities of

the directors of the Dominion tank are
equal to one hundred per cent of the capi-
tal, or twenty-three per cent of the total
discounts ef the bank. The cuse of this
bank which has drawn attention to the
whole matter is an exceptionally bad one,
admitting the practice to be an unsafe one.
The liabilities of the directors of the Que-
bec bunk bear a proportion of forty-
fivex per cent to the capital and twenty
per cent to the total discounts of the insti.
tutions ; those of the directors of the Na-
tionale thirty per cent to the capital and
eighteen to the discounts ; those of Union
twenty-five per cent to the capital and thir-
teen per cent to the discounts, Howwn-
duly-large these appear may be judged from
the fact that the liabilities of the Mer-
chants’ bank are only equal to eighteen per
cent of the capital or seven per cent of the
total discounts ; those of the directors of
the bauk of Montreal to ten per cent of the
capital and six per cent of the total dis-
counts ; those ot the directors of the Mol-
gons bank to ten per cent of the capital and
three pet cent of the total discounts. . The
proportion of the whole amount of the lia-
bilities of the directors of the bank of Com-
merce is only three and ore quarter per cent
of the capital and one pez cent of the dis-
cousts, and those of the directors of the
bank of Toronto only two and one quarter
per cent of the capital and three quarters of
one per cent of the discounts. The causes
of the large proportion are not, of
course, easy to come at, as they
are  probably  different  in almost
ench care, The  projortion which
the liabilities  of  directors bear
even whore lowest is high, and the reason is
that the shareholders elect men as directors
whose liabilities are likely to be high,
The banks want large and good accounts,
and one of the ways of getting these is by
clecting us directors large merchants or
manufacturers who have their accoun's
elsewhere. Men are taken on the boards
in many cases not beeause they have
special ability as bankers, but because they
are likely to prove profitable customers to
the bank. Of course successful merchants
and manufaciurers with a large stake in the
bank are likely to prove safe directors, al-
ways provided their own interests do not
get out of harmony with those of the bank,
as they do if their tirms get into deep water
and 1t becomes uusafe to diszount their
paper, which, of course, they will not be
quick too see. A director should
be one with a large shareholder's
stake in the bank but not too large a cus-
tomer’s stake. As a customer, he canuot
sit at the board and «hcul(le wisely az?ma'

A
bank'’s credit is so delicate a thing that.the
appearange of evil might at a crisis result in
loss not’ merely to the "shareholders, but
also to the depositors and noteholders of the
bank. These latter look to the government
to szqucc them, . There is no way possible
of doing this, so far as we can see, but that
of g}n_«;?g: imum _limit, to which the
liabilities.of _the directors to the whale
amounts of the disconuts of the bank shall
not be aliowed to pass.” Thé leading banks
find it easy apparently to keep below seven
per cent., although ten per cent. has been
mentioned as & safe one, A penalty for the
infraction of this law should be provided,
and the law with regard to the loaning by
banks on bank stocks amended by the pro-
vision of a penalty for its infraction also.

BANK DIRECTORS AND THEIR PRI-
VILEGES,

From the Wes! Durkam N ews, Bowinanville.

The Dominion bank takes thelead of all
other baunks in the amount its directors owe
the bank. Tt is claimed on behalf of these
directors that they are among the best men
in the city. It would be interesting to
know what rate of interest-these bank di-
rectors pay for this Iarge amount of money,
and to what use they put it, and the profit
they make on its use. As they borrow
from themsalves the money of which they
are - trustees, do they deal with themselves
as trustees are bound to do, making the

most they can for those whose trustees they
are? or do they borrow as cheaply as they
can, making all they can out of the money
for their individual selves and looking solely
to their own individual benefit, and not to
that of the steckbolders ! It would be an
interesting scene for an omlooker to witness
the negotiations for lending by the direc-
tors of the one to the same directors of
the other part, and the directors of the one
part pressing the directors of the other part
to lend the money at as Jow.a rate as pos-
sible ; and should trouble arise, and the
directors of the one part find that the direc-
tors of the other part were unab'e or un-
willing to pay back this large amount, it
would be instructive to see them consulting
Duon, Wiman & Co., to see how they were
respectively rated, and instructing their
solicitor how to deul in so grave a matter.
The stock of the Dominion bank stands very
high, and so do the directors, but so
did the stock of the ill-fated Glasgow
bank and its directors, If the directors of
the Dominion bank require such enor-
mous assistance, they ought, for the sake
of melic opinion, to do as those of the
Federal bank do, get v.xl ccmpany under a
sepa'ate charter which will keep its ac
counts with the Dominion bavk and let the
cashier of the bank be the managing direct-
or of the loan institution, and the directors
can then borrow and lend again, and not let
the right hand know what is done by the
left; and if the money should nofortunately
be repaid over the left, the public will be
pone the wiser and the bank shareholders
will not suffer. On Sunday last the new
rector of St. James’ cathedral in Toronto
preached a sermon, in which he denounced
the sin of using trust funds for personal
gain ; and it would have been a salutary
thing if all the bank directors in Toronto
had-been present to hear it.

THE LOBD MAYOR'S DINNER.

Gladstone's Speech—Better State of Affairs
in Ireland—The Eg)yptian Campaign.

Loxpox, Nov. 9—Lord Granville, Lord
Selborne, Earl Northbrook, Earl Kimberley
(iladstone, Childers, and Fawcett, attended
the lord mayor’s banquet. to-night,

Childers returning thanks for the toast
to the army, compared the capture of Tel
el-Kebir with the taking of Quebec by the
British, He pointed out that England
had not waged war with unvarying suc-
cess, and said that perbaps the most con-
+picuous disasters she ever met with were
in the war with her American subjects,

Gladstone replying to the toast to the
ministers said that when he spoke at the
lord mayor’s banquet in 1881 the question
was whether the fabric of society in Ire-
land was to remsain on its ancient founda-
tion or be broken up. The government
had not scrupled to use the powers en-
trusted to them with vigor aud determina-
tion, at the same time they relied more
confidently on the measures of justice. He
could now record the conviction that a new
tone of sentiment was dawning among the
Irish to seek the amelioration of the law by
peaceful efforts, He ventured to say that
the foundations of society in Ireland were
now in but little danger. The monthly re-
turn of agrarian outrages was mnow 111
compared with 511 in October
1881. There -might be in Ireland
extravagant opinions and desires that could
pever be fulfilled, but if the Irish be con-
tent to walk in the ways of legality, the
empire was strong and free enough to en-
tertain in a friendly and kindly spirit any
demand made for free discussion and per-
fect publicity in matters relating to its
Irish policy. British institutions would
have strength enough he was firmly con-
vinced to effect the settlement of every po-
litical controversy by bringing it to a com-
pletely satisfactory, or at least, a fair and
tolerable ‘issue. Gladstone highly praised
the conduct of the British forces in the
Egyptian campaign, which he believed
would be memorable in history. The gov-
ernment must not be too confident of the
future.

power in her association with liberty.

Granville declined to enter into details
regarding the government’s policy. Dauf-
