Mayer Manuning's Message.

During the recent mayoralty contest,the
supporters of Mr, Manning laid great
stress upon the fact that their ctndiv;‘ute
was pre eminently fitted for the position :
owing .to his large business experience;

mate knowleo s of municipal law; his
acquaintance wnd familiarity with every-
thing pertaluiug to our civic affairs; and

— although we did not share in the high
opinions expressed and the eulogiums
showered upon Mr. Manning, ,yet, after
making due allowance for the enthusiasm of
his supporters, we confess to having looked
forward with some degree of interest to
his message on assuming the civic chair.
As we have already stated Mr. Manning
was not our choice,. but. having attained
the position. of chief magistrate, he is
‘entitled to our respectful consideration.
and though we may not agree with every-
thing he may say or do, we shall
endeavor to criticize him fairly.

Itis in this spirit therefore that we ex
press our disappointment, not only at the
tone, but the matter, ot his insugural
The former is so lugubrious that a stranger
t5 our affaira would imagine that we had
jnst called halt in a career of careless man-
agement and reckless extravagance, At-
tention is directed to the increase in the

insists upon the greater cleanliness of
our streets, and this Is easy of
accomplishment, as 1t is only 'a
question of funds. But he will, we think,
find that the problem fo be solved is to
attain this without increasing the rate of
taxation, As regards local improvements,
we entirely dissent from Mr, Manning's
suggestion, and it 'is quite apparent that
he has not fully considered this question;
the “initiative” principle does not compel
the oitizens to make improvements against
their wish, and if it is stoffensive” to the
taxpayer, he has by a very simple method
the opportunity of effectually protesting
against it—we predict that the time is not
far distant when the whole of the public
works will be made on that principle.

On the whole the mayor’s remarks are
weak, misleading and disappointing. We
say this in no unk spirit. We believe
Mr. Manning is /prompted by an earnest
desire to assist—he cannot do more—in
securing honest—and with due regard to
efficiency — economical administration;
but we think he has entirely failed in pre-
senting such . an exhibit of our municipal
progress,” present position and future
policy as we were led to expeot, and which
is still needed.

About Pauper Immigration.
With regard to what our ocorrespondent
« Workingman” said in yesterday’s paper
on assisted immigration of paupers into
Canada, we have only a few remarks to
make at present.
We repeat that the Toronto Trades and
Labor council hits the dominion govern-
ment every time, but takes good care never
to hit the Ontario government at all on the
question indicated. This may be by acei-
dent, but it looks as if it were on purpose.
Was it the dominion government that
brought the Conway street paupers to To-
ronto? We think not.
The solid truth of the matter is that both
governments have gone wrong in this busi-
ness, and that both are now trying to get
right. But things that have gone wromg
cannot always be righted in & day, and the
evil continues for some time affer it has
been determined to put astop to it. There
are good reasons for believing that the
emigration business of next season will be
conducted in & manner very different from
that of former years,

We have before said that the Trades and
Labor council of Toronto deserved credit
for pushing this question upon the atten-
tion of the dominion government. More
recently, however, we have had to remark
that their too urgent sttention bestowed
upon the Ottawa authorities did not look
well beside their way of letting the Toronto
authorities slide. | We want to see fair
play to both.

The Trades and Labor council might
better do its duty were it to realize the
strong probability that the thing which
has been is not the thing which shall be,
Changes are going on. but there are people
who would rather not see them.

Mr, Laidlaw would make an excellent
commissioner to the Antwerp exposition.
His knowledge of such affairs, his intimate
acquaintance with our products of both soil
and factory, his uarbane manner, his fluency,
well fit him for the post. The government
ought to recogulzé his long services in the
cause of the country. Moreover, he is not
a strong party man ; in matters of fiscal
policy he has alwaya taken the fair-trade
position ; and throughout all his life he
has been on the side of law and order.
The city eouncil might psss a resolution
asking Sir John to honor Toronto by ap-
pointing one of her old pionsers to
Antwerp. It is only fair to Mr. Laidlaw
that he should, kmow the decision of the
government ax early as possible, so that, if
it be favorable, he may begin to brush up
his German and get his letters of introduc-
tion to Bismarck ready.

It is aggravating to hear that the pumps
sent from England, for use over the desert
route up the Nile, turned out to be of no
use at all, Also, that the meat oans when
opened where found fllled with sand.
Honesty and capacity in obtaining army
supplies seem to be every bit as necessary
as good generalship. In furnishing these
supplies England cught to beat the world,
owing to her immense capacity of purchase,
manufacture and transportation. ‘And yet
she is sometimes woefully behind in these
very particulars,

It is poseible ‘that & bridge of gold may
turn out to be England’s way of escape
from some part of the Egyptian difficulty.
When Ismail Pasha some years ago wanted
money very much, Disraeli borrowed foar
millions from the Rothachilds and bought
out his interest in the Sues canal. It
proved a good investment, and pays won
derfully well. Now, the sultan is always
in want of money, chiefly for his own per-
sonal extravagancies, aud he may be will-
ing to sell out his interest in Egypt, as the
late khedive sold his in the Suez canal, It
would proba.hl'y be pheaper to buy the
sultan out than to fight him,

The Egyptisn gquestion is evidently the
most pressing one of all that the Gladatone
government has to deal with at prasent.
And we may surmise that the cabinet coun-
cils of these days are reslly the most im-
portant known in British history since the
time just preceding the Crimean war. - The
cable correspondents can give us only faint
indications of the great events that hang
upon present decisions,
