A special meeting of the board of works
was held yesterday afternoon, to consider
the Garrison oreek sewer question. The
letter from Mr, Godson’s. solicitors, which
was missing at Monday = night's council

The 1étter was ‘produced,” snd read as
follows : : i

“We desire to call the attention of the
eouncil to the fact that the works com-
mittee bas passed a resolution to prevent
Mr, Godson from receiving $ , the
amount, of 4ho engiheer’s last progress
certificate, as they claim that there are
some defects in the sewer. - The quality of
the work done by Mr. Godson has been
declared good by engineers and practical
builders and oontractors, all of whose
testimony was laid before the committee on
works last Tnesday. It has also been
shown that such
exist in the sewer have not been
occasioned by wrong doing om Mr.
Godson’s part, and have been of no benefit
to him, &-ldu, Mr, Godson has not been
requested by any city official to amend any
of these defects. You are also aware that
the corporation have now a large sum of
money in their hands over and above the
amount of the above mentioned certificate,
and that Mr. Godson has given secarity to
the extent of $15,000, so that it is unnec~
essary to withhold the certifioate, as a
small fraction of the money on hand smply
secures the city, We feel sure that most
of the members of the council cannot help
seeing the grave injustice that is being
done Mr, Godson, and we trust that action
will be taken to prevent certain interested
parties from making use of the council or
the members thereof for the purpose of

injaring Mr. Godson, _The corporation’

must. either approve of Mr. Godson’s work
or show the defects and allow Mr. Godson
to remedy them if he is in any way
responsible for them. In the meantime,
until he has refused to abide by the de-
cision of the engineer, the city must per-
form its part of the contract and let Mr.
Godson have his money according to the
engineer's certificats, Shonld the oity’s
default continue, we shall advise Mr.
Godson that hé will be justified in stop-
ping the work and proooedlng against the
city for arrears and damages.’

Ald. Hastings, Hunter and Jones object-
ed to the clause containing the words
“sgertain interested parties,” and wanted
Mr. Neville, the worder of the letter, fo
name the parties. Mr. Neville was ready
to do so, but the question was not pressed.

The chairman, at the request of
the meeting, - submitted the figures,
showing that $32,000 huve already been
spent on the contract, that the city retains
a drawback of 15 per cent. amounting to
$60,735, and that Mr. Godson wase only
entitled to $868. The engineer, however,
furnishied figures showing the drawback to
be at $63,000 and that the amount due Mr.
Godson was $2500.

The Vietim Fifteen Years Old and the
Slayer Seventeen—Arrest of the Lattor
at Haprisburg.

Garr, Ont,, Nov. 5.—A murder was
committed this afternoon at the farm of
Levi Weber, near - the village of Strause
berg, about eight miles from here, in
Waterloo county.
