Preliminary Work on St. Mabry’s & 
Western Ontario Extension Begun.
St. Marys, Dec. 13.—Work is proceed­

ing 011 the survey of the Sarnia exten­
sion of the St. Marys & Western Ontario 
Railway. In St. Marys it will run north 
along the river to the Sarnia bridge, then 
turn Westward,

It will pass half way between the vil­
lages of Woodham and Kirk ton, which 
are only a mile apart, proceeding to 
Exeter.

From this point it is intended to move 
westward, but whether they will strike 
the Grand Trunk at its most northerly 
point, Widder, or go to the lakeside and 
follow a course to the Tunnel City.

Education and Agriculture.

At the meeting held at Guelph last 
eight in connection with the Ontario j 
Provincial Winter Fair, Col. Matheson 
end President Falconer strongly em- 
phasixed the imprrtance of education, 
and urged the payment of higher sal­
aries for teachers m rural districts. It 
was well, they said, to pay great at- 
tention to the breeding of live stock, 
but the training of children was of still 
higher importance. This is sound doc­
trine, and the place and time were 
well chosen for driving it home.

It must not be supposed, nor did 
these speakers suggest, that the two 
objects' are conflicting. On the con­
trary, there is the closest relation be­
tween them. Agriculture is becom­
ing an occupation for educated men. 
It is a wonder that any other view 
should have prevailed, but it undoubt­
edly did prevail at one time. Agri­
culture was long regarded as a dreary 
and monotonous business, in which 
there was little scope for the work of 
a trained intellect, and there was a 
disposition to scoff at scientific agri­
culture as a fad. Agricaltural col­
leges, experimental farms, Govern­
mental reports and bulletins have 
•done much to destroy this strangely 
wrong and stupid conception. The 
farm is-now taking its true place as a 
place of deep and varied interest, and 
a worthy subject of scientific research.
