Another British Agricultural Delegate
interviewed.

We announced on Friday last the arrival
of another of the British Agricultural Dele-
gates in our city. Mr. Bruce of Aberdeen,
afler visiting Ontario and Quebec, and tak-
ing a run through New Brunswick, spent
two day in Amherst and vicinity, thence
to Halifax. After seeing our city, as well
as Friday’s rain would permit, Mr. Bruce,
accompanied by Dr. H. P. Clay, left for a
run through the Cornwallis district, visit-
ing Kentville, Canard and the intervening
country. Time being limited the visit was
necessarily brief; but Mr. Bruce assured
our reporter, who called upon him after
arrival of the Western train Saturday night
that it was most satistactory, as the follow-
ing answers to our reporters questions tes-
tify :—

NOVA BCOTIA VERSUSB ONTARIO FOR RAISING
CATTLE.

ReporTeR—How were  you
with Nova Scotia a8 compared
tario ?

Mgr. Bruce—Rather more in favour of
Nova Scotia. All you lack is enterprise
and stability. Judging from what 1 saw
in Cornwallis, especially at Mr. Leander
Eaton’s and Mr. Margeson's eaterprise
can effect better results here than in On-
tario. Cornwallis farms are certainly neat-
er and the bhous«g look better than in many
of the best distiicts in that province. With
your facilities for cattle-raising and close
proximity to the sea rendering shipping
casy and inexpensive, there ought not to
be a single acre of cleared land unemploy-
ed. I learn that the cost of the tramsport
of cattle from Ontaric to Halifax, per car.
exceeds by about $70 the cost from your
cattle-raising districts. Now this of itself
is & large profit ; but you can have the
same profit the Ontario men do,in addition
to which—owing to the short distance—
Nova Scotia cattle go on board the ship
fresh.

ReporTER—Do you think cattle can be
raised. here as ruccessfully as in Ontario ?

Mz. Brucs—Yes, and more so, judging
from the stock shown me by the gentlemen
in Cornwallis, whose names I have given.
And why not? Look at the Tantramar
Marsh and the Cornwallis Dykes with their
hay-growing capabilities. I understand
that potatoes grow well, so do turnips and
mangolds. Why then, instead of shipping
the potatoes to the States, are they not fed
to the cattle which may be preparing for
the English market ?—ZKztract from Toronto
Mail.

Mr. EviToR,—

You have informed us in the columns of
the ¢ Moxtror” that the « Grangers” intend
to e Mr. Dustan “to deliver a series

the Sugar Beet.” Now I would like to ask
if Mr. Dustat knows anything, personally,
about the cultivation of that root; I never
knew that Mr. Dunstan was a practical
agriculturist. His business has been sugar
refining. Ome might as well ask bhim to
give a lecture on the “ successful growing”
of the West India sagar cane. He could
probably tell us the process of making
White sugar ont of common brown, but
unless he has been engaged in the culti-
vation of the cane he could give us no
more information on the growth of the
plant than any intelligent man could get
from bcoks. 8o it is with sugar beets.
Does he know how to cultivate them as
well as many practical agriculturists
among us ? If he obtained his information
from books, the colnmns of the ¢ MoNiTOR"
could furnish us, sometime, with quite as
much information as Mr. Dustan could
give us. Would it not be cheaper for the
Grangers to send to New York and get the
latest work on the subject and publish
extracts from it?

I have also read the letter of Mr. Hali-
burton, Now I believe it is quite under-
stood that if Hants, Kings and Annapolis
“ounties will engage to furnish a certain
number of tons of sugar beets per annum
for a certain number of years, that a beet
sugar manufactory will be established.
But had not our agriculturists better find
out if it is not alrcady settled that the ma-
nufuactory shall be located in Kings County?
also what price per ton will be given for
the beets, and whether the price will be
for the roots, delivered at the said manus
factory, or at the respective railway stations
in their districts ? It will also be as well
to know whether the price given will pay
as well as the amount they would receive
for other crops. I, for one, do not believe
it would. Our furmers should also have a
guarantee that the price offered will be paid,
otherwise they might raise some thousands
of tons of sugar beets and be obliged to sell
them to the manufacturer at his own price,
or let them rot.

I think our farmers had better first try
the cultivation of Amber Sugar Cane. 1
believe that it would pay better.

Sugar beets are probably the very best
roots for feeding stock but, in my opinion,
that is all they are fit for. T understand
that the sugar that is made from them is
not nearly so good as West India cane
sugar, it has & peculiar flavor that ix not
agreeable to every palate. Butif it can be
shown that the beet root sugar is first class,
and that its manufacture can be made pro-
fitable to the manufacturer, and the culti-
vation of the root profitable to the grower
then I would advise all parties interested
in the subject io go ahcad. If, however,
our farmers undertake to produce a supply
of roots for any manufactory without a
clear understanding as to the remuncra-
tion they will receive they will most
assuredly make a mistake.

T believe the beet sugar business has not
paid in the State of Maine and if it has
not paid the farmers there to raise the
roots at the price paid by the manufacturer,
it will not pay here. For feeding to stock,
however, the sugar beet is far pr-ferable
to mangold wurtzel and it is rapidly tak-
ing the place of the latter in the estimation
of scientific agriculturists.

By all means let our Farmers cultivate
the sugar beet, but not to sell. Convert it
into beef and it will pay better than if
converted into sugar,

fair average, but no doubt much more
could be done by using special manures.
Mr W. H. O. Haliburton does not tell us
whether the beets would be received at
the different stations at the price stated or
at the factary. I assume at the latter
which will aimost debar certain parts of
the county, from participating in the ad-
vantages. Evidently there is but one way
to insure success, which is through the
press, and by public meetings by persons
who are conversant with the details of the
enterprise, which T hope some persons will
not delay in doing, for the benefit of the
public, and also of your humble servant.
