NEW PATENT LAW.

The new law, assented to August 13,
1903, empowers the Commissioner of “Pa-~
tents to place certain patents under the
Compulsory License System in lieu of the
actual manufacture of the patented arti-
cle, provided application is made before
February 18th, 1804, in cases of patents
granted before August 13th last.
~ The patents which are likely to be plac-
ed under the Compulsory License System
are for: an art or process; improvements
on a patented invention, when both patents
are mot held by the same persons; appli-
ances or apparatus used in connection with
railways, telegraph, telephone, and light-
ing systems and other works under the
control of the public or large corporations,
which are manufactured or constructed on-
ly to order and are not according to cus-
tom carried in stock.

The cost of preparing and filing a peti-
tion for the Commissioner’s Order is ten
dollars ($10.00) in all ordinary cases.
