HEALTH AND HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

After a dusty walk or drive, a silk
gown should be carefully wiped with a
piece of flannel or velvet before hanging
away.

“I.aplands.”—To five eggs, whites and
yolks beaten separately, add a pint of rich
cream, and a pint of flour. Bake quickly
in small tins.

When making custard, cream, cocoa-
nut, pumpkin or lemon pies, either bake
the crust slightly before filling with the
pie mixtumre, or wash it over with the
white of an egg. You will then have no
more sodden undercrusts.

Fried Celery.—Trim aand thoroughly
clean the celery, and cut it into pieces
about three inches long. Have ready a
thin batter, dip the célery into it, and
fry in plenty of butter or cottolene, till
a golden brown. Serve very hot, with
a garniture of parsley.

If you have any trouble in securing per-
fect cleaniness about the kitchen sink and
drain-pipe, have a little concentrated lye
sprinkled over the strainer every night.
Some of it, of course, washes its way into
the pipe ,and there unites with the grease
and forms strong softsoap. As soon as
there is hoiling water in the morning, have
the maid pour a gallon of it down the
pipe. This will cleanse it thoroughly.

Apple-foalm.—Pare and core six com-
mon-sized apples; steam them soft and cool.
Beat the whites of three eggs and one
cupful of sugar with the apple nearly an
hour till as light as possible, stir into
the yolks one half cup of sugar and add
to one-half pint of scalding milk. Put the
foam in a dish and pour the custard
on It. .

The Way Southern Cooks Prepare
Rice.—Wash a pint of rice in two waters,
pour over it two quarts of boiling water,
add even teaspoonful of salt, cover close-

‘ly and set over the fire, stirring it often,

boil fast twenty minutes; pour off the
water, cover closely and set on the back
of the stove to steam, half an hour or
more, tossing it often with a sgilver fork.
When done each grain will be soft but

whole and perfect. Serve with roast poul-
try.

Rice Muffins.—I.ook over and wash halt
a cupful of rice in several waters. cover
with cold water and cook very soft: when
cold, add one and a half pints of sifted
flour, half a cupful of butter which is
soft, but mot melted, half a teaspoonful of
salt, beat four eggs very light and stir
into the mixture, then add a quart or less
of sweet milk; if the quart of milk will
make the batter too thin, do not use itall;
dip Into muffin rings and bake quickly,
send to the table hot.

Don’t sweep—or allow your domestic
to—with the broom in front of you, as
though you were shoveling the ecarpet.
