A CANADIAN ARMY.

The Morning Chronicle of Quebec states
“that the Ottawa. Field Battery have volun-
teered their services for India. Although
it is hardly probable this patriotic offer will
be accepted, we yet hope it will be properly
appreciated by the anthorities, and that
Major Turner, its Commander will not be
forgotten if a Canadian Army is formed.

TROOPS IN CANADA.

‘Sir'De Ldcy Evans, who elicited the ex-
:planations of the military arrangements of
the Government, for.coping with the Indian
“difficulty, suggested the establishment of conl
depotson the route to the East, in order that
stexn vessels might be made available for
the conveyance of troops. The same gal-
lant officer said he thought that - at least three
of the regiments stationed in British North
America should be recalled for service in
India. He would venture to renew on this
occasion the entreaty he had conveyed to the
Government during the Crimean war—that
we should take advantage of the spirit which
the Canadians uniformly displayed, and ob-
tain the assistance of troops irom that coun-
try. At that time the Canadians offered to
raise two reginients to join our regular anny.
He was afraid there was some liitle jealousy
at the llorse Guards which prevented that
offer being accepted ; but be that as it might
there would be no doubt that the additionof
two such regiments would have been ex-
tremely desiruble. At the present time, if
the Canadian Government were infurined
that the troops there could be better ocenpi-
ed in India, he had no doubt they would
heartily go into the arrangement, and our
force in India would be muterially strength-
ened.

Lord Palmerston replied :—My hon. and
gallant friend has adverted to the proposal
which was made during the late war with
regard to raising battalions in the North
American provinces. Now such a proposal
at the present time is one which would de-
serve to be well and carefully considered,
and upon which I do not wish at present to
express any opinion ; but I may mention to
the House one circumstance which mainly
guided the Government in their deter-
mination of not giving cfleet to those pro-
posals during the war in the Crimea. We
were at that time  engaged in the discussion
of questions of considerable difficulty and im-
‘portance with-the Government of the United
‘States of America, and we did not think that
it would be very desirable to withdraw at that
time from Canada any large body of men,
who might possibly, ilthe negotintions had
takenan unfavorable turn, have been requir-
ed for the defence of those provinces thewn-
selves.

Tne Mizitary.—It is stated in well-informed
quarters, that the whole of the regular troops now
in this Province, will be sbortly withdrawn for
service in Indin, and that orders from Head Quar-
ters to thut purport are expected to arrive by
next mail. Sh.uld this be so, there is every pro-
bability that the active force wiil be required to
do permanent dnty, or that, failing this, imme-
dinte steps will be taken to raize and equip one or
more Proviocial regiments.—Montreal Transcript.

THE LATE NEWS FROM INDIA.

Wo regret fo say that the details of the
India news just arrived are by 1o’ means sat-
isfactory, Thearmyin frent of Delhi had
received Dbut slight reinforcements—=H. M:
8th Kooty and Wing of H. M. 61st Foot—
and had to sustain constant encountoers,
which though - victoriously repulsed caused
daily loss of men and officers:  The Britishk
appear to bo besieged crery wihere. As &
set off we are informed that some of the
Chiria Regiments had arrived:

Carcurrs, Jury 4.—As yet tho slanghter
of our countrymen is unavenged. Colonc
Niel had advauced from Benares to Allahabad
in time to save the fort.- He found the Lroops
without supplies, and on the day of his ar<
rival he attacked and dispersed the rebels;
restored confidence, and by rope and powder
removed the disaflected 1o another world i
less than three days. He was preparing to'
relieve Cawnpore witli 400 Ecropeans and
600 Sikhs. He was succeeded at Allahabad
by Brigadier-General Haveloek with the 64th
regiment, to be joined by a wing of the 78tle
Iighlanders.  “The whole force to follow
Colonel Niel would amount to upwards of. «
thousand Europeans. Accounts from Cwan-
pore are cheering. Gencral Wheeler can
hold out till he s relieved. He has already
held the Barrack against thousands of natives,
many of them well truined and complotely:
armed. On ono occasion, being short of
powder, he made a sally aud took @ six wecks?
supply from-the rebels. e will defend his
position to the last, asthe barrack is full of
women and children.  Equally interesting e
the case of Sir Henry Lawrence at Lucknow.
The whole of Qude has-risen ; with 500
Europeans he holds his own and overawes
the whole couniry. He thus checks the
euemy in a vital quarter, and will save awr
incalculuble number of lives:

confusion, They were of course driven bacl,
with a heavy loss in killed and wounded and
tw0 guns, but our loss was also severe, and
when we counsider that common precautiont
would have averted this loss we feel bound
to state that there must be great incompetency’
somewhere : 'and the sooner the valuable lives
of our brave soldiers are entrusted to other
care the better. The losses we have to
deplore are Colonel Yule, 11.M.%s 9th Lancers,
Captain Alexander, 3rd N.1., Mr. Humphrey,.
and 10 men killed ; Colonel Beecher, Quarter
Maslter General, and several others wounded.
Camp before Delhi, June 24.

Iam sorry it is not in 1ny power to give
you any news from this quarter. Yesterdny'
the enemy attacked us in great force from the
Sebjee Mundee side, and lought most despe~
rately the whole day long. They had a
strong position in the village and among the
garden walls.. Our losses has boen great for
us, but the loss of the mutineers has bLeen
very considerable. We have been quiet to-
day ;5 how long it will last it is impossible to'
say. Ever since the day we arrived here
have the troops been more or less knocked up
by exposuro to sun and fatigue, &e., but the
men, notwithstanding, keep up their truly
British spirit, and it is surprising how cheer-
full all endure this harassing work, and how'
manfully, through God’s blessing, we have
beat every one of their desperate attacks. We
have now been herc 16 days. A small por-
tion of the reinforcements arrived yesterday,
and Brigadier Chamberlain came in, I heary
to-day.

Unrtep StateEs ArMY.—By our special
despatch from Washington it will be seen-
that General Scott huas been sent for by the
War Department for the purpose of reorgani-
zing the military expedition tecently despat~
ched to Utah, What with the resignation of
disconténted officers, the wholesale desertion
of privates, and the depredations of maranding
Indians upon the commissary’s stores; this
imposing military expedition has proved a
partial failure..—(New York Herdld.)

LievreNant CorLoNeL Samuer Frstigr.—
Among the mauny gallant and good men
who have fallen victims to the fury of the
Indian mutineers, few will be more deeply
regretted than Brevet Lieut. Colonel Samuel
Fisher, (a Captain of the 29ith Foot), who
comunanded a Regiment of Irregular Cavalry.
He was almost the only Queen’s Officer
who held an appointment of that kind be-
fore the intraduction of the new rules, whiclh
extend the Sl appointinents to the Royal
Service. At the  sicge of Bhurtpore, in
1826, he was a volunteer with the 11th Light
Dragoons, and was conspicaous for his gal-
lantry. Me was afterwards (we believe at
Lord Combermer’s instance) appointed to the
Regiment, In the expedition to Aifizhanis-
tan, in 1842, he was with the 3rd Light
Dragoons.  Afterwards he served the Sutlej
campaign of 1815 and 246, and was severely
wounded at the battle of Moodkee. e sub-
sequently commanded the 13th- Irregulnr
Cavalry in ths : Punjuub campaign of 1818
and ’49,  No man was more respected.  His
father was for many years & Chaplain in
the Bengal Establishment, and he had two
brothicrs irrthe Company’s Mative Infantry
to one of whom belonged-the credit of dril-
ling a Regiment of Goorkhas.—(United
Service Guzctte.)
