The Directors and friends of the Notre
Dams Hospital will, in a few days, call upon
the citizens of Montreal for subscriptions to
this Hospital., Every one knows how neces-
sary this Institution haes proved to be to the
inhabitants of our city. Should there be any
doubt a8 to thiz, one might be easily con-
vinced by looking at the report of the
Hospital for the year ending July 3lst,
1881. Dariog that year 772 In.door pa-
tients have been treated, whilst 1,609 were
attended to at the out-doar department, and
969 at the Eye and Ear Dirpensary—forming
a total amount of 2,650. In order to meet
with the expenses inherent to the attendance
of 50 many patients, the Hospital had, lsst
year, but a fow particular douations, the re-
ceipts of a concert and the subcriptions of the
Montreal Seminary and the local Govern-
mept. Tbese, however, were quite insufli-
cient. The wnumber of daily patients
calling at the Hospital has  been very
much increased of Iute. For example,
we will state that during the last
two weeks 82 patients bave been admitted
in the wards of the Hoapital, and from
July 1st to 3lst, 340 prescriptions were
given at the Dirpensaty. So, the Hospital
will cortainly not Le able to continue its work
of charity snd benevolence, unlees the gene—
rosity of Montrealers comes to its help. These
are, indeed; hizhly interested in helping such
an institution as this, where poor patients of
every creed and nationality receive the re-
quired sttendance. We, therefore, hopo and
believe that our telicw-citizans will do every-
thing in their power in aid of the Hospital,
Somae of our prominent men have already sub.
scribed, and we may mention here the Rev.
Mr. Toupin, of the Montieal Seminary, who
has, of late, subscribed the sum of $1,000.
