BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Report of meeting held the 16th June 1911, a.m.

Mr. Ainey in the Chair.

Present: All the members of the Board.

1.—The Council having adopted, at its last meeting, a
special by-law coneerning the erection of buildings around
George Etienne Cartier Square, in St. Henry Ward, it was

Resolved: That the resolution of the Board of Co.mmis-
sioners, dated the 6th June instant, recompmndxng‘ to
the Building Inspeetor not to grant any building permits
in said ward without having previously made a report to
the Board, be repealed and annulled to all intents and
purposes,

2.—The application of Mr. Wood, of the Dominion
Flour Mill Co., for permission to ereect a faectory, being
considered, it was

Resolved: That the Building Inspector be instructed to
inform Mr. Wood that by-law 3bc does not permit the
ereclion of a factory on the land mentioned in his letter.

3.—Submitted a report from the City Attorney, ‘“re”
application of the Eastern Townships Nursery Co., re-
garding the planting of trees in Ahuntsic ward and recom-
mending that the said Company’s application be not en-
tertained, inasmuch as Mr. Laberge has given no instruc-
tions to the Company in this connection.

Resolved: Accordingly.

4 —Resolved: That the following questions be put to
the Chief City Attorney for a report as soon as possible:

10. Are the automobiles which pay annual licenses to
the Province ‘ipso faecto” exempt from the municipal
control and by-laws?

20. Have the automobiles the right to cause a public
nuisance by making unusual noise, with sirens, ete., of
a nature to frighten horses?

30. Are automobiles allowed to cause a public nuisance
by stopping in the streets for an indefinite period without
anybody in charge of same?

Is it allowed to automobiles to cause a publie nui-
sanee by unnecessary smoke?

50. Can automobiles be compelled to comply with muni-
cipal by-laws as regard the traffic in the streets, and can
their speed be limited?
