produced for this sector each year. This flow of
furniture should be Stopped. Let the bureaucrats sit

on old chairs and give the new furniture to the
people.

Approximately 77 million cubic metres of
timber end Up as waste in the Soviet Union annually -
and only 43 million Cubic metres are used in
production. Obviously we should be logging less
timber and making better use of wood wastes.
