- Raccoon Dogs (Bilateral Arrangement with the U.S.A.). 

As regards agricultural products, the following amendments 

and/or additions were made to the ICL during 1984: 

Eggs 

Eggs were placed on the ICL on May 9, 1974, under the 

authority of Section 5(a.1) of the Act. The global shell egg 

import quota for 1984 was 212 355 boxes of 15 dozen, 

representing 0.675% of the previous year's domestic 

production. The quotas for egg powder, and liquid or frozen 

eggs, were 438 807 kg and 1 184 421 kg respectively. 

Chicken 

Chicken was placed on the ICL on January 15, 1979 under nrder 

in Council P.C. 1979-13 to support action taken under the 

Farm Products  Marketing Agencies Act.  The global import 

quota for 1984 was 24 896 529 kg expressed as eviscerated 

weight.
