VII, The detailed budget identifying the expenses to
be incurred by each country.

VITL. The synopsis.

The competent administration of the two countries can demand
any further documents and all other additional information

deemed necessary.

In principle, the final shooting script (including the
dialogue) should be submitted to the competent
administrations prior to the commencement of shooting.

Amendments, including the replacement of a co-producer, may
be made 1n the original contract but they must be submitted
for approval by the competent administrations of both
countries before the co-production is finished. The
replacement of a co-producer may be allowed only 1in
exceptional cases and for reasons satisfactory to both the

competent administrations.

The competent administrations will keep each other informed
of their decisions.
