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The flouse resumed the adjourned Debate on the proposed motion ofMr. Robb: That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for the flouse to resolve
itself again into Committee of Ways and Means.

And the question being proposed;
Sir Henry Drayton, seconded by Mr. Baxter, moved in amendment

thereto:
That Mr. Speaker do not now leave the Chair but that it be resolved: Thatconditions in Canada urgently demand reduction of taxation, especially of theSales Tax and other levies which have been increased by the present Govern-ment, and the flouse regrets that the financial statements now presented showno evidence of the economy necessary to make such reductions possible, butiather disclose an alarming increase in the publie debt.
And a Debate arng thereon;
Mr. Forke, seconde by Mr. Hoey, moved in amendment to the said

amen dment:
'fbat alI the words after the words " resolved: That " in the amendmcnt bestruck out and the following be substituted therefor:-"the flouse regrets thatthe Budget presented by the Acting Minister of Finance contains evidence ofthe application of unsound principles of public finance, affords no relief fromnthe excessive burdens of indirect taxation and constitutes a failure t'O carryinto effeet substantial economies in public expenditure and the fiscal policyof the Liberal party as from time to time enuncîated;
And that the policy of protection maintained in the preserit Budget hasgreatly increased the cost of living and production bas failed to provideadequate revenues or to prevent serious depression in trade and industry;And be it further resolved that a revision of the tariff sehedules, basedon the needs for revenue instead of on the principle of protection is long overdueand should be immediately undertaken in order to bring down the costs ofliving and to place our industries on a pcrmanently sound basis."
Mr. Speaker ruled this amendment to the amendment out of order on theground that flot more than one amendment may be moved on the motion toleave the Chair for the flouse to go into Committee of Ways and Means.
Fromn this ruling Mr. Kennedy (Glengarry) appealed to the flouse.
And the question being put by Mr, Speaker: Shaîl the ruling of the Chairbe sustained; it was decided in the affirmative, on the following division:-
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
