STEAM TRAWLING,
Mr. SINCLAIR:

1. Was any investigation made by the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries during the
year 1912 relating to the effects of steam trawl-
ing on the fishing industry of the Atlantic
coast?

The above prices
included the delivery and packing of the
ice in the ice-house at Campbellton. The
lowest tender was accepted.
