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friend. I had hoped that that would be appropriate and ade-
quate. If it is not, I am happy to repeat it again for him and to
withdraw the statement.

I take your observations very seriously, Mr. Speaker, and
particularly your injunction in regard to civilized conduct. As
Prime Minister, I must be the first to follow those rules. So I
apologize to my hon. friend.

Some Hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Kaplan: Mr. Speaker, I can accept a gracious apology,
but the letter on the record, the letter which has been sent to
me, makes it clear that the Prime Minister still regards me as
responsible for the payment, and that is no apology.

Mr. Nunziata: Withdraw the letter.

Mr. Mulroney: Mr. Speaker, if it is the letter, which was
dispatched in good faith, the letter of apology that is causing
some difficulty, I will withdraw the letter of apology.
