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delighted with whvlat -lie had seen, and hope-

'tIul as te the future. Twvelve years hater lie
-went over the saine ground. TI'e little vil-
lages had grown into towns, and the towns
into cities. Stuli lines of railway had been
extended hundreds cf miles, transportation
,o.ompanies had been organized, and railway
Vracks gridironed the country. Everything
vas booming. Even the Rocky mountains

seemed brig.hter the second time lie crossed
the continent. I congratulate -him on the
pleasant tale hie told-the story of an hion.
~gentlemnan who appreciated what prosperîty
-was. And I do most sincerely trust that the
prosperity which prevailed for those twelve
-years under the late Administration will be
'taken as an evidence of what that Admninis-
tration has done in promoting transporta-
tion, immigration, and the settlement cf the
-country, and that there wilh be no decline
ân the high standard achieved by the late
(Government.

Passing on to the first paragraph, I con-
'cur very heartily in the expressions cf sym.
:.paVthy Vo which these two -lon. gentlemen
-gave deliverafice with regard Vo the recov-
ery of Her Royal Highness the Duchees cof
,Connaught. Their Royal Highnesses, dur-
ing their short say in Canada have en-
.deared themselves <to the people cf thie
Dlominion by their kindly manner, by their
interest in everything pertaining te -the
social and public life cf the country, and
by the assiduity witfl which they put Vhem-
selves al the disposal cf corporations, organ.
izations and edueational institutions in en-
deavouring Vo acid Vo their interest and use-
-fuinees. I do net know anything occurring
in anany years tbat bias pleased Canadians
-more than when they learned that their
Royal Higlinesses had returned to Canada
te resume the duties cf their ihigh offices
and that Her Royal Higbness would be well
,enough and strong enougli Vo take -lier fuli
-ahare in the duties she bias se far discharged
,so accepytabhy te the people cf Canada.

I muet proceed Vo notice one or two things
in the Address which I thînk deserve our
attention. As a whole I do not think the
Address centaine matter of such interest
and importance as some addresses 1 'have
heard from the Throne, and I have heard
,quite a number eince I first entered Parlia-
ment about forty years ago. The bill cf fare,
,to use a common expression, is net very
'large. I do noV know whether it is very
nutriticus or not. We will know oetter by
the ime it is consumed, and I hepe we wil
inoV spend an unreasonable time around the
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table in uÀisposing of the iiiaterials placed
before us.

I notice the Address reports progress on
he National Transcontinental railway. 1

mnust say I arn a littie disappointed that
the prog-ress -lias not been as great as we ex-
pected a fewN years ago. I arn a littie dis-
appointed at hearing a report, whether true
or net, that ine character of that road is
not to lie maintained Vo the standard pre-
scribed originally. 1 do not think a greater
mistake could lie made with that vast scheme
than to lower the standard originally intend-
ed. Sucli lowering of the standard me-ans an
addition Vo the coet of transportation
which inight be very serious. It means
depriving us of the honour which I saw
in sight, of having one of the greatest rail-
way systems in the world, constructed on
the most approved basis, and calculated
Vo open up a very large extent of country,
already waiting for settlement. I hope my
f ear is groundlees. The hon. gentleman
when lie speaks can tell us whether it ie
so or net. I arn aise disappointed some-
what in the progress made on the Hudson
Bay railway. We have, 1 underetand,
about nmnety miles of it completed. The
road will exceed four hundred miles in
length. There are very ominous rumeurs
as Vo the adequacy of the terminal on the
Hudson Bay, as Vo it being by ne means
the beet terminal that could be found. I
think it is net tee laVe, if proper inquiry
were made, V o change from Port Nelson te
Port Churchill, if -the latter je found. te be

the proper terminal. It weuld entiroly
destroy the purpese of building that road;
if it were found, as is represented, that
ships could net enter the harbour. if
these sbips have te stand eut four or five
miles, and be loaded and unloaded, thn
means of transportation which the roaid
was intended te previde, for western grain.
would be hampered by conditions such as
these. My hion. friend can tell us whether
there is any truth in the sVories we have
heard, and whether it je the intention of
the government Vo place beyond ahl possible
doubt, the adequacy o! the terminal at
Port Nelson, fer the purpose fer which such
terminal was acquired.

I amn glad te notice one or two things in
the Address, cf which I think we can ahi

appreciate. First is the construction cf the
large elevaVor at Fort William. That lias

greatly facilitated in the transfer cf the
produets of the West te the sea, and te the
