by Colonel Drew indicate a strong advocacy
of increased military efficiency in Canada,
not so much on the grounds of defence
against an external enemy as for the main-
tenance of peace and order internally.

Although this will be Mr. Nearing’s first
appearance on the Forum platform, he is by
no means a stranger in Montreal. He has
here a large and enthusiastic following,
which has grown and gained in strength
during the two decades since his first visit.

Recognized as unquestionably the chief
spokesman in America for the world’s new
social order, Mr. Nearing’s lectures and ad-
dresses are eagerly attended by capacity
audiences all over the continent.
