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ceptible of physical explanation and
seeming to point to the possibility of a
higher state of being ? Evolution may ulti-
mately explain our general frame, emo-
tional and intellectual, as well as physical.
[t may in time explain the marvels of
imagination and memory. It may explain
our @sthetic nature with our musie and
art. It may explain even our social and
political frame and our habit of conform-
ity to law. But beyond conformity to
law, social or political, is there not, in the
highest specimens of our race at least, a
conception of an ideal of character and an
effort to rise to it which seem to point to
a more spiritual sphere?
