26,—One million dollars’ damage has
already been done by a fire which
proke out in the business centre of
Cleveland shortly before 10 o’clock
Monday night.
The fire broke out in the yards.of
the Fisher & Wilson Lumber Cb.,
supposedly started by tramps smdk-
ing and spread with lightning-like
rapidity. Inside of half an hour the
fire was beyond control. It spread
across the Cuyaboga River and

caught the Cleveland Elevator Co.’s
grain elevator. g
Firemen Unable to Check Flames.
Every available fire truck in Cleve-
land was ordered out by Chief Wal-
iace, including 21 fire engines and
two fire tugs, and six towers, These,
however, were unable to check the
spread of the flames, which leaped
200 feet into the air. The heat was
@) intense that the men were unable
to get closer than 150 yards from
fire.
