“Since Thursday, Sept. 10,

d8l. army has made steady progx‘ess/in

its endeavor to drive hack the enemy,
in co-operation with the French. The
country across which it had to force
its way and will have to do so is un-
dulating and covered with patches of
thick wood.

“Within. the area which faced the
British before the advance commenced
right up to Laon the chief feature of
tactical importance is the fact that
there are six rivers running right
across the direction of the advance, at
all of which it° was possible that the
Germans might make resistance. These

are, in order from the . gouth, the
Marne, Ourcq, Vesle, Aisne. Allette
and Oise.
Determined Resistance.
“Thé enemy held the line of the

Marne, which was crossed by our forces
on Sept. 9, as a purely rear guard
operation. Our passage of the Ourcq,
which here runs almost due east and
west, was not contested. The Vesle
was only lightly held, while resistance
along the Aisne, hoth against the
French and the British, has been and
still is of -a more determined char-
acter.

“On Friday, Sept. 11, but little oppo-
sition was met with along any part of
our front, and the direction of the
advance was, for the purpose of co-
operating with the allies, turned slight-
ly to the northeast. The day was
Bp\entin rushing forward and gather-
g in var.ous hosiile detachments.
By nigh.fall our ‘forces had reached
@ line nurth of the Ourecq, extending

from Oulchy le Chateau to Longpont.

“On this day there was also a gen-
eral advance of tue French along tneir
Whole Line, which endcd in a suvstan-
tial success, in oae portion of the field
Duke Albrecat of Wuertemberg's
&rmy beiang ariven back across the
Saulx, and elsewhere the .whole of the
ll'tlllxry of a German corps being cap-
tured. sSeveral German colors also
Were taken.

: Success a Stimulant.

‘It was oaly on this day that the

full exient of the victory gained by
the allies on Sept. 8 was appreciated
by them, and the moral effect of this
Success has been unbounded. An or-

der, dated-Sept. 6 and 7, and issued by
the' commander of the German seventh

8 was picked up. -It stated that
@ great object of the war was about
be attained, since the French were

$oing to accept battle, and that upon

€ result of this vattle would depend
the issue of the war and the honor of
the German

xrn.“ 8.

“It seems probuble that the Germans
ot only espected to find that the Bri-
Ush army was ,uui the power of
assuming the offensive for some time,
but counted on the French having
b]:en driven back on to ‘the line of
ge Seine and that, tho surprised to
nild the latier moving forward against
$ em after they had crossed the Marne
Bey were in no wise deterred from
Waking a great effort.

A S‘&ruggle at Soissons.

“Working from the west to the east,
our third army corpa gained some high
ground. south. of the Aisne, overlooking
the.

. “dere 4 long range.
lbetween our guns and those of the
French on dur left and the enemy’s
artillery on-the hills,.continued during
the greater part of the day, and did
not cease until nearly midnight. The
enemy had a very large number of
heavy howitzers ln well concealed po-
sitions.

“The movement of this army corps
was effected in co-operation with the
French sixth army -on” our left,r which
gasned the southern half of the town
during the n.ght.

Victory at Braisne.

“The- second army corps did not
cross the Aisne. The first army corps
got over the River Vesle, to the scuth
cf the Aisne, after the crossing had
‘been secured by the first cavalry di-
visions. It then reached a line south
of Aisne, practically without fighting.

“At Braisne the first cavalry di-
(vision met with considcrable opposi-
]tlon from infantry and machine guns
holding the town and guarding the
Iridge. With the aid of soime of our
irfantry it gained possessicn of the
town about midday, driving the enemy
to the north. Some hundred prison-
ers were capturgd around Braisne,
where the Germans had thrown a large
amount- of field-gun ammunition intu
the river, where ‘it was visibie under
two feet of water,

“On our right the French reached
the line of the River Vesle. On this
day began anp actlicn along the Aisne,
which is' not yet finished and which
may be merely of a rear-guard nature
on a large scale, cr may be the com-

-imencement of a battle of a more seri-

ous nature.

“It rauned heavily on Saturday af-
ternoon and all thru the nigh., which
severcly handicapped transport.

Fought Over Fiftecn Miies.

“On Sunday the 13th extremely
strong resistance was encountered
along the whole of our front, which
was some fifteen miles in lengih. The
action still consisted for the most part
of lcng range guntire, that of the Ger-
mans being to a great exient from
their heavy howitzers, which were fire
g from cleverly-concealed positions.
Some ¢f the actual crossings of the
Aisne were guarded by strong detach-
ments of infantry with machine guns.

“By nighifall portions of all thres
COTPs were acrass the river, the cav-
alry returning to the south side. By
this night, c¢r early next meorning
three pontoon bridges had been built
and our troops all managed to get
ac ross the river.

“On our left the French pressed on,
but were prevented by artillery fire

trqm building a pontoon bridge at
Soissc 1s. A large number of infantry,
however, have crossed in single file

the top girder of the railway bridge
left standing.
Surrendered Easily.
“During the last three or four days

many isolated parties . of Germans
have been discovered hiding in ‘the
numerous woeds 2 long way behind
our lines. As a rule xlu. seemed. glad
to” surrender,” and the condition ‘-of
some of them may be gathered from
the follocwing incident:

“An officer proceeding - along the

road -in charge of a nufmber of led
horses received information that there
were some of the enemy in the neigh-
borhood. He gave the order to charge,
whereupon three German officers ‘md
106 men surrendered.

“At Senlls, immediately on his ar-
rival, a proclanmtxon was issued by
the commander of a German division.
The main points were that all arms
were to be hapded in at the town hall
at once; that all civilians found with
arms would be shot at once; no per-
son was to be in the street after dark;

2 Evacuated in Haste. .

“At Villers Cotlerets, the mayor ap-
pears ‘to have behaved very judicious-
ly, and tho supplies far in excess df

manded, the town was not sermously
damaged. The Germans evacuated the
place on Sept 11 in such haste that they
left behind ' a large . amount of the
bread requisitioned.

“It was ‘stated by the inhabitants
that the enemy had destroyed and
abandoned 15 motor lorries, seven guns
and ammunition wagons.

‘“Rheims was occupied by the: enemy
on Sept. 3. It was reoccupied by the
French after considerable. fighting on
Sept. 13.

“On’ the 12th, a proclamation, a\copy
of which -is in the possession of the
British army, was posted all over the
town. A literal ‘translation of this
poster follows:

Rigid Regulations.

“‘Proclamation: In event of an ac-
tion being fought early today or in
the immediate future in the neighbor-"
hood of Rheims the.inhabitants are
warned that they must remain abso-
lutely calm and-must in no way try
to take p:rt in the fighting. They must
not attempt. to attack . either isolated
soldiers or detachments of the German
army. The erection of barricades, the
taking up of paving stones in the
streets in a way to hinder the move-
ment of troops, or in a word any action
that may embarass the German army
is formally forbidden.’

“With -an-idea to securing adequate-
ly the safety of the troops and to in-
stil calm into‘the popul:tion of Rheims,
the persons named below have been
seized as hostages by the command-
er-in-chief of the German army.
These hostages wil be hanged at the
slightest attempt at disorder. Also
the town will e totally or partly
burned and the inhabitants will be
hanged for any infraction of the above.

“By order of the German authori-
ties, the mayor.”

“Here folowed the names of 81 of
the principal inhabitants of Rheims,
with ‘their addresses, including fou;
pneqts and ending with the words
‘and four others.’”
