ADMITS OVERCROWDING

Ju&ge  Believes Company
Guilty, But Jurors Will

Chief Justice Falconbridge did not
deliver his address to the jury in the
assizes yesterday in the Toronto
Street Railway overcrowding case be-
cause he had an appointment, so
shortly after 3 o'clack he adjourned
the court until this morning at 10.30
when the case will be concluded. Bar-
lier in the afternoon he remarked that
he .did not see why it was necessary
to send the case to the jury, as General
Manager Fleming had admitted in his
evidence thay overcrowding was pre-
valent. H. B. Dewart, K.C., counsel
for the defence, however, objected and
commenged his address to the jury.

Manager Fieming swas in the box for
about an hour, and he told of the ef-
forts of the company to koep up with
the gmyzth of the trafic by laying
tracks on nearly every . street that
could be precured. “The downtewn
pordion of the city is simply ‘honey-
combed with tracks,” he stated, “and
in the rush-hours cars arée massed on
these tracks to take care of the people.
It the people would only walk a block
or so Church and York streets might
be used with' great advantage, but they
will rot. Also the transfer system is
too broad ind we have little or no
ecntrol over it. If the city was to pass
a bylaw limiting the number of pas-
sengers ‘to; a|car and changing the
transfer system there might be a way
to overcome this difficulty.”
