Ball suggested that a portion of the 
Jail farm be used, but the comml 
er did not think well of the ide 
marking that the land was entirely 
unsuited for the growing of young 
trees.

Bloor Street Grading.

In which he told of the splendid 
fight which has been waged against the 
Germans hy the allies, and <ol the great 
preparations that have been made by 
Britain since the commencement of the 
war fourteen months ago, whereby, the 
latest war equipment and a large, army 
of highly trained soldiers will be placed 
in the field in the near future, to over­
throw the Germans and give freedom to 
the entire world.

Sir Robert arrived from London at 7 
o'clock, and was tendered a civic recep­
tion by Mayor Walters, members of the 
board of control and the city council. A

He said Sir 
Robert had been bearing the burden of 
a young nation sine* the commencement 
of the war, which was no easy task, 
but that he measured up to the great 
iask set before him. He had shown his 
interest in the contest in which Britain 
Is now engaged and In the soldiers of 
Canada by visiting England and the 
trenihes in Europe to give to them a 
message of courage from the Canadian 
people.

Great Recepton for Premier.
Another great ovation greeted Sir Rob­

ert when he. arose to speak, and for sev­
eral minutes he was unable, to commence 
because of cheering, clapping of hands 
and stamping of feet.

"For nearly 14 months our empire has 
been at war, and it must be borne upon 
our minds more than ever before that it 
is for a Just cause, and a cause.
In the end must surely triumph,” said Sir 
Robert.

“I do not need to urge that point upon 
you. No statesmen ever strove niore to 
prevent the war than those at the head 
of affairs, and especially Sir Edward Grey, 
secretary of foreign affairs. War came 
and we were not prepared.”

"My mission to Great Britain and 
France was to learn how these prepara­
tions had gone on during the past 14 
months and how they are to go on in the 
future. When it became evident that 
Britain would have to transport soldiers 
to the field of battle, not by the thous­
ands, but by millions, it appeared as if 
the wheels were creeping.

More Than Match for Enemy.
“The magnitude of the war has now 

been grasped by men responsible for the 
affairs of the nation, and if not today, 
we will in the near future, go into the 
field more fully equipped and on equal, if 
not a better, basis than our enemies. I 
wish to convey to the people of Canada 
that the soldiers of the British Isles, Can­
ada, New Zealand, Australia, Africa and 
India consider themselves equal, if not 
more than a match, man to man, for 
the enemy."

Sir Robert paid a eplenffid tribute 
to the Canadian soldiers f at pres­

training at__-the Niagara
camp, London and other points thruout 
the Dominion. In physique, courage, re­
sourcefulness and cheerfulness they 
were equal to any body of men engaged 
in the struggle in Europe.

The premier referred to his visit to the 
trenches, the City of Ypres and Hill 60, 
where nearly 120,000 soldiers of the allies 
are buried, and described the horrible and 
cruel warfare waged by the Germans.

New Army to Bring Victory.
“The splendid spirit of patriotism and 

unity which has been shown by the 
Canadian people has enabled the Cana­
dian Government to accomplish what 10 
other government could have done under 
the circumstances,” said.* Sir Robert. 
“When the four thousand soldiers now at 
Niagara under orders to leave for the 
front arrive In France. Canada will have 
sent more men than Britain sent to the 
Crimean war.

“It Is claimed that this Is a decadent 
nation, but one only needs to see the 
fine British soldiers and their splendid 
spirit of courage and resourcefulness to 
know they are not of a decadent nation. 
When the rest of Lord Kitchener’s army, 
which is now being organized and equip­
ped takes its place at the front I venture 
to say that you could find no better army 
1r. the field, and I believe that this army 
will be able to bring the 
triumphant close. From the British 
soldiers at the front I bring 
no message of desperation or gloom 
as to the outcome. When it is 
considered L, that the Germans spent 
years In preparing for this war, and that 
they are using unheard-of and horrible 
means to overthrow other nations by 
their huge army, we must have most in­
tense convictions that the 
which we are fighting will be victorious.

In conclusion, Sir Robert said : "This 
war will be brought to the end for which 
we all desire and hope. It has brought 
a spirit of self-sacrifice, unity, forbear­
ance and mutual concession, which in 
years,to come will have a great influence 
on Canada and the empire."

During her stay here, Lady Borden was 
entertained by Mrs. P. D. Crerar and 
Mrs. Chester S. Walters, 
the meeting, at the conclusion of which 
the visitors were taken for a motor trip 
around the city before departing for Ot­
tawa at ten o'clock.
