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all present were very pleased when the
creepy things were safely replaced in the
basket and the box ; but I may mention
that this "show" was too realistic to
attract the public in any great numbers.

With the vast number of suitable
photographs for a book of this kind, it

has been a great difficulty with my pub-
lishers to decide which should be repro-
duced in this my first book, as I had
submitted sufficient material to fill double
the space at my disposal. I am, however,
keeping quite a number of prints aside,
with the hope that my animal studies
will be appreciated and prove sufficiently

entertaining to warrant my offering at
some future date "More Wild Animals
and the Camera."
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
