Sir Richard Cartwright said that,
while there were undoubtedly ‘some
respects in which military college man=
agement might be improved, he was
not prepared to criticise it too severe-
ly. He recalled the fact that the insti=-
tution was founded by Alexander Mac~
kenzie on- a®similar basis to the West
Point Academy, and 57 pupils .were
now at this college, which was about
half the number that could be accom~
modated, the total net cost last year
being $45,294. At West - Point there
were 252 pupils, and the annual cost
of the institution was $310,000. The
annual cost per pupil at Kingston,
even with only half the full number in
attendance, was about $800, while at
West Point it was about $1200.
