The reference in a recent jssue of
The World to the necessity of provid-
ing some means of crossing to the Is-
land without having to pay toll to
the Ferry Company bas awakened con~
giderable interest in thig matter. In
conversation with Mr, W, T. Jennings,
C.E., that gentleman offered a sug-
gestion which is worthy of mature
consideration, He proposes to afford

safe and easily-operated
means .of access to _the Island, by
means of a traveling bridge car, run-
ning upon submerged tracks across the
channel at Queen’s Wharf, of the
same description as that now in opera-
tion at St. Malo, France, and other
points. bd

As sketched by Mr. Jennings, the
deck ‘of the car would be on a level
with the roadway or wharf, and sup-
ported by yroperly braced steel col-
umns, resting upon a solid metal
truck, running upon the submerged
rails and operated by means of a cable
or rack rail and pinion, t motive
power being furnished from the same
current that operates the trolley cars.
The framework carrying the deck, be-
ing of an open nature, would offer but
little surface to the water, thereby re-
ducing the power required for opera~
tion.

The bridge would require to be
about 60 feet in length and of suffl-
cient width to carry double tracks for
trolley cars, with a walk on each side
for foot passengers. With only one of
. the tracks occupied by trolley cars at
each crossing the vacant track would
provide additional accommodation for
vehicles or bicyclists. Of course
recesses or  slips of sufficient
dimensions would have to
constructed on each side in
order that the channel might be left
clear to its full width for the passage
of vessels.
