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RECIPROCITY WITH CANADA.

Ex-Secretary Hamliin Wants a Convention
te Settle Fishery Questions and
Klendike Emigration.

Boston, Mass,, Dec. 22.—Hon, Chailes 8.
Hamlin, ex-Assistant ' Secretary of the
Treasury, spoke to-day before the mgmbers.
of the shoe and leather trade at the New
England. 8hge and Leather Assoclation’s
rooms, on tie guestion: of *‘Trade Relations
Between the United States and Canada.”

After remarking upon the commercial
treaty made with Canada in 1854,but which
was only for raw materiais, and the com-
mercial convention in Detrolt in 1866, Mr.

Hamlin said:

“The same interests tlat prompted that
commercial~ convention then ex’sis _to-day,
and Lo even ‘@ greater degree do ‘e now
need cordial co-operation with our northern
neighbors.

“T believe it possible to conclude certain
reciprocal ttreatles by which may be set
at rest forever any apprehension as to the
repeal of the bonded privileges. We can
then settle the disppted fishery question on
the great lakes and on the coast of Nova
Scotia. We can have passed new fmmigra-
tron laws permitting citizens to go -.nto
the great Klondike region, etc. Such a
treaty will add to tle wealth of Canada,
as well as it wouid that of New England,
and increase our prosperity.”

; As to Enrepean Natlous.

The reciprocity negotiations between the
United States and Germany are prac®ically
suspended. They never got beyond the ini-
tial stage. There appears to have been a
willingness on the part of both Govern-
ments to look into the subject, but the en-
quiry did not develop any prospect of ma-
terial concessions on either side. It was
thought that the arrival of the new German
Ambassador, Dr. Von Holleben, would give
an impetus to the negotiations and per-
haps result- in the conclusion of a treaty,
but on the contrary the subject has lapsed
and neither Government is showing any
auxiety to urge the matter to a conclusion.

. Niagara Falls, Ont., Dec.22.—(Speclal.)—&
mass meeting was held in the Town Hall
to-night to discuss the question of the de-
velopment of Niagara Falls power. Mayow
Cole occupled the chair. The hall was well
filled, although the attendance was not so
large as at the meeting of Iast week.
The feature of the evening was the adw
diess of Mr. A. C. Dennistoun ef Phlladel-
phiaf® who represents the Canadian Powem
Company. He explained the position occu«
pied by the twp power companles that are
prospectively -interested In the development
of power at the Falls. These two com-
panis are called respectively, the Canadlam
Niagara Power Company, and the Canadian
Power Company. The former is virtually,
the same as the Cataract Construction Com-
pany, which owns the power franchise omw
the American side. The Canadian Power
Company is also an American corporia«
tion, Their charter was obtained from the
Dominion Government in 1887, and empow-
ers them to use tlie water of the Welland
Rfver and discharge it over the embank-
ment in the vicinity of the Falls. The
project involves the building of a canal 9000
feet long. The power will be developed at
two points, one with a head of 40 feet, anik
capable of developing 3000. horse-power,” and
the other with a much greater bead, and
capable of developing,® with the same sizo 3
cenal, 125,000 horse-power. Mr. Dennistoun
claimed power could be developed ~much
cheaper by their scheme fhan by any other
Niagara propect; the work could "be com-
pieted in 18 months, and their company
would bind itself to deliver much cheaper
power than that of the Cataract Construc-
tion Company, on the other side.
