For many months this 
Government has permitted certain Nationalists to write and utter 
the most seditious sentiments, spreading their doctrine of dis­
loyalty among the ignorant classes and gaining adherents in un­
known but doubtless large numbers. These are the people from 
whom trouble is feared and from whom it will come, if it comes at 
all. In other parts of the country men have been arrested and 
imprisoned, and at least one paper suspended, for expressing opin­
ions much less objectionable than those of the Nationalists, but 
the latter have been given immunity from punishments for purely 
party purposes.

Had the Borden Government shown any firmness or 
in stamping out sedition and disloyalty in Quebec when they first 
showed their faces, there would be no need of apprehension today. 
Party policy, however, was allowed to overshadow national policy, 
and rank treason was winked at in hopes that this tolerance would 
be counted unto the Tories for righteousness at the next election.

PINIONS of those who have 
Vvisited Germany and Austria- 
Hungary recently differ so widely on the 
question of the food supply in these 
countries that the average man must 
look to some other source through which 
to form an opinion. Some say the 
Teutons cannot hold out for six months 
longer, while others declare they cannot 
be starved out. Possibly there is some 
truth in both statements, and It may 
not be actual starvation, in the generally 
accepted sense of the word, which de- 
feats Germany, although the shortage 
of suitable foods may be a big factor.

Evidence points to serious conditions 
both in Germany and Austria-Hungary. 

Reliable reports state that in the for­
mer country there is an epidemic of 
dysentery raging throughout the land 
which has become so deadly that the 
newspapers are no longer allowed to 
publish the list of fatalities due to Its 
ravages. This disease is not caused by 
starvation, but largely by the lack of 
proper diet. The people may be getting 
enough to eat, judged by German effi­
ciency experts’ ideas of the minimum 
quantity of food which is sufficient to 
sustain life, but the required nutriment 
is not there in proper proportions.

THE RECENT death of Sergt. Fran-

Above a low collar and artist's tie 
rises a strong neck, with large, firm 
chin. The mouth, wide, full and sensu­
ous. somewhat reminiscent of portraits 
of Keats, is balanced by eager, gentle 
eyes looking through studious glasses. 
Ledwidge was an Irish peasant, and 
has something of the racial aspect In 
his face, though his poetry is rather 
universal than Hibernian.

In his obscurity. From his preface to 
Ledwidge's "Songs of the Fields," pub- 
,lished last October. a quotation Is 
made, in which the writer says that 
he had received from the young poet;

of verses. This would seem to put Lord! 
Dunsany's discovery of Ledwidge in 
the year 1914. As a matter of fact, 
however, poems of the young aspirant
