VANCOUVER, B. C., May 7.—The 
steamer Aorangi, which arrived this 
morning from Australia, brought news 
of the sudden sinking of the steamer 
Bega, an Australian coasting vessel, 
under suspicious circumstances, and 
investigations were being held to show 
whether the vessel had been scuttled 
by striking seamen, as she was carry­
ing a non-union crew during the recent 
strike of coastwise shipping unions.
