WILL WAIT AS USUAL

Berlin Given Time to Present Its
Version of What
Happened.

WASHINGTON, April 6.—Reports
of ‘American naval attaches saving
metal fragnmients found on the channel
steamner Sussex bore distinctive mark-
ings showing them to be parts of a
German' torpedo and despatches tell-
ing of scores of submarine attacks on
neutral and other unarmed merchant
ships within the last few weeks were
studied at conferences todgy between
President Wilson, Col. E. M. House
and the members of the cabinet.

‘The attaches’ reports are regarded
here as virtually conclusive proof that
the Sussex, while carry twenty-five
American citizens, was attacked in
violation of solemn and reiterated
assurances given the United States
by Germany. With this fact apparent-
ly established, it is generally conceded
that the United States is confronted
by »a situation more grave than any
which has arisen since the outbreak
of the war. It was said authoritative-
ly again tonight, however, that no de-
finitc step will be taken by the gov-
ernment until Germany has replied to
the information enquiries submtted
by Ambassador Gerard in the cases
of the Sussex, Englishman, Manches-
ter Enginecr and Eagle Point.

It was declared that word from
Berlin was being awaited, "'not so
much because information as to what
has happened is awaited, but to give
Germany an opportunity to‘ present
her version and to say what will be
done about it.
