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That the government initiale forthwith a comprehensive, over-ail investigation
into terrorist and subversive activities in Canada as a whole, during which time
ail travel or movement of so-called Soviet diplomats operating in Ottawa be
restricted t0 the national capital region. as well as those diplomats from asy
other nation that may be implicated during the investigation; and, further. that
the screening proceas of incoming personnel from such nations be improved in
such a way that no individuals who have previously, in any way shape or form,
experienced guerilla or espionage training with the KGB or any related agency
or organization, bc allowed entry into Canada.

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reported, there are more than 300 Russian and Cuban-trained
terrorists active in the Montreal area, and does the government
intend to wait until acts of terrorism break out, or is it its
policy to keep these people under surveillance so immediate
arrests can be made at the first sign of any terrorism?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Justice): Mr. Speaker, I did
flot see the program to which the hon. member refers, but 1
should like to say that the RCMP is reviewing the allegations
made. 1 assure you, Mr. Speaker, and the House that in my
view the RCMP are fully familiar with what is going on and
are able to take action against it.
