London, April 10—The Earl of Derby,
secretary of state for war, in moving in
the House of Lords the second reading
of a bill to review military exemptions,
said:

“We lost more than 400 doctors, kill-
ed or wounded, in the battle of the
Somme alone, and at the present mo-
ment we are, I will not say critically,
but lamentably short of medical men,
and I am afraid we will continue so in
the immediate future.”

The war secretary, while regretting
the necessity of introducing the bill,
said that extensive and more drastic

measures were required to secure to the
army the men necessary.

Famous Pitcher Aad Manager
>ays New York Cannot Be
Headed

Christy Mathewson, manager of the
Cincinnati Reds, works out the National
League race as follows:

“Some managers have a chance to
boast only in the spring, and 1 have
noted in ‘the past it is customary to
claim a pennant on the training trip
and then look around for an alibi the
cecond week of the regular season.

“Followers of the Cincinnati team and

‘playcrs have beer. asking me whether [

expect to do any pitching myself. Here
is the answer: “If you see me in there
youwll knbw it is because I haven’t any
one 1 think is better to put in.

“My pitching staff does not look: so
bad, and I have ‘a couple of fair pros-
pects. I have worked with them myself.
As for my own arm, 1 reserve the ver-
dict yet. 1 have felt good this spring—
better than I have at this time of the
vear for several seasons, but when the
colder weather of the north begins to
eat into the wing I don’t know how it
will act.-

“Then I figure a manager has to do
a lot of watching, and you can’t be tak-
ing in the breaks of the game and at-
tending to the pitching, too. 1 don’t be-
lieve the ball club is getting the best out
of the man, cither as a manager or as
a pitcher when he is trying to do both.
Each is a job to keep a man busy.

“The Giants!”

«John McGraw has ‘a great ball club,
and he put it together
while the season was on. It is like a
man driving a flivver lazily along the
roal when he begins to stick in new
pacts without stopping until he discov-
ers he is behind the wheel of a racer.

«Just to top off his prospects Mac
signed a contract the other day, whieh,
according to reports, calls for a larger
sum than ever paid to any man who
wore a baseball uniform. McGraw un-
doubtedly deserves that, too, for in my
opinion he has done more for the Na-
tional League than any other one man in
it. If he had accepted the money off-
ered thim in large gobs when the Fed-
eral League started and was tempting
him, well, the National League would
be as well off as Belgium now in my
opinion. And the Federal League
would not have been cremated either.

The signing of the contract by Mec-
Graw is particularly gratifying to me
because talkative fans have persistently
said ever since the deal which took me
to Cincinnati that the Giants were just
trying me out there as a manager. 1f
I made good, so the report went, 1 was
to replace McGraw. Silly rot, and the
five year McGraw contract proves it.

ALYMER VOTES DRY.

Town Near Ottawa to Stop Liquor Sale
—Hull to Vote on April 20,

Ottawa, April 10—Aylmer has joined
the long list of “dry” towns in the prov-
ince of Quebec by a majority of eighty-
three in a vote for prohibition of 830
and against 248. Three hotels and one
retail liquor store will be cut off on
May 1.

Hull, Quebec, the only other town in
Quebec in the vicinity of Ottawa with
liquor licenses, will begin voting on
April 20, and the balloting will continue
during eleven days.
