Fredericton, N. B, March 18—When W. B, Chandler, Royal Commissioner
investigating the government departments, opened his court this morning there
were present Attorney-General Baxter and Hon, John Morrissy and Messts, E.
S, Carter and P. J. Veniot who laid certain information before him, Mr. Car-
ter touching the payment of $2,903 by the Dalhousie Lumber Company as

_stumpage in 1913 which was not accounted for in the receipts of the province
and Nir, Veniot respecting reported irregularities upon certain roads and bridges
in the making up of the accounts and also concerning the purchase of certain
farnis by the Farm Settlement Board in Gloucester county.

The attitude of the: commissioner and the attorney-general was that the gov-
ernment wanted a thorough investigation and the request of Hon, Mr. Mor-
rissy to have this done was published some time ago. The commissioner decid-
ed to summon some witnesses by letter and to issue a subpoena for W. H.
Berry, to inquire into the complaint of E, S. Carter and hear the evidence on
next Thursday morning, March 25. .

Mr, Carter said that he had no idea that any witnesses would refuse to at-

" tend with the exception of Willard H. Berry, “That is just what occurred to

Attorney-General Baxter repeatedly made the statement that the govern-

“ment was desirous of unearthing any wrong doing and made particular refer-
ence to certain people who, he said, had been going through the country making
charges of wrong doing against certain departments, Those were the people
whom he meant to have before the commissiofier to show if they were speaking
of facts or hearsay, -

As this reference 'of the attorney-general plainly referred to members of
his own party and to certain members of the legislature his remark was receiv-
ed with interest.

The commisioner waived the formal reading of the charges preferred by
M, Venoit in connection with public works in Gloucester and Kent counties
and vead a list of witnesses required by Mr, Carter in connection with the in-
formation in relation to the Dalhousie Lumber Company. ;

The attorney-general inquired concerning the nature of the information on
Shippegan Island barren toward Lameque road, saying that all government de-
partments continually had to hold up accounts for unauthorized cost, If such
accounts had been sent in and held up the department had done what it ought
to have done,

M, Veniot: “My information leads me to believe that the accounts sent in
to this department are padded accounts, If the minister of public works will
state that they will not be paid until fully investigated by his department, I
am willing to drop the matter” .

The attorney-general said that the government did not wish any of the in-
formation to be withdrawn., He could see, however, no. reason why a depart-
saent should be blamed if certain people attempted to defraud it and were pre-
vented,

WMr. Veniot said that the men who were said to have made the attempt in re-
gard to the roads were also acting as foremen on bridges.

Attorney-General Baxter asked if there would be any further information
against any departments, He did not want an investigation in connection with
one completed only to find that another was required in some other department.

Mr, Carter replied that the business of investigation was no more pleas-
ant to him than to any one else. He had no intention of bringing forward in-
formation that he did not believe to be authentic and hoped there would be no
necessity of asking further time than next Thursday, There was much hearsay
and many stories were in circulation, 3

The attorney-general then made hisremarks concerning those who had been
attacking various departments,

“There are certain gentlemen, said he “who from time to time have indulg-
ed in a good deal of talk. I think that if they don’t come out and make their,
charges that the commissioner should summon them and find out if they are
speaking facts or merely hearsay, If there is something wrong we propose to
put it right or stop the mouths of those who have been going about the coun-
ry slandering people.”

Thus did the attorney-general serve notice upon the insurgents among the
supporters of the government that they must come out into the open, Whether
Pinder, Woods, et al, will accept the invitation remains to be seen, The in-
formation of Mr. Carter was contained in his letter to Mr. Chandler of March
37 which Mr, Chandler produced in court, It has already been published, .

EDWARD MANNING

Passed Away in Digby

After a lengthy and distinguished
career in educational circles, in which he
established a -high reputation and ac-
quired many heart-warm friendships,
the death of Edward Manning, M.A,,

occurred this morning in Digby, N.S,
where he has been residing for the last
few years. He had reached his 82nd
year.

The greater part of his life was spent
in St. John, where he is held in great
respect especially by many whose des-
tinies he had helped in the shaping as
teacher in both ' public and private
schools. Of late he had mot been well,
and his death resulted from pneumonia
following a stroke of paralysis sustain-
ed some time ago.

Ag secretary of the board of school
trustees of St. John Mr, Manning won
general esteem. He occupied the posi-
tion for eighteen years, his retirement
on December 81, 1909. Prior to that
time he had been engaged in school
teaching here, and in recognition of his
ability in this regard the University of
New Brunswick conferred upon him the
honorary degree of M.A.

Mr. Manning was born in Ipswich,
England, in 1883. After having received
his early education in the public schools
there he was appointed a pupil teacher
in St. Matthew’s school, Ipswich, at the
early age of fifteen years. His ultimatc
aim was to become a school teacher and
he took the necessary qualifying exam-
inations for entry into the Highbury
College, London. Such was his ability
in passing these examinatiops that one
year was dropped out of the necessary
course. In 1855 Mr. Manning was sent
out to this city to start a Church of
England school. This, however, did not
prove very much of a success and in
1868 he joined the staff of the Grammar
School. For the next eighteen year§:Mr.
Manning taught there with marked suc-
cess. 3
In 1876 he went to P. E. Island, where
a few months after his arrival he was
appointed chief ‘superintendent of edu-
cation by the Davies government, at the
adoption of the free school law. At the
end of three years the government was
defeated and Mr. Manning,
with other appointees of the Davies re-
gime, was retired from office. It was in
1879, two years after the great fire, that
Mr. Manning returned to St. John. At
the time there was no vacancy in the

institutions till he again joined the
Grammar School staff with which he re-
mained till, in 1890, he was made secre-
tary of the board of school trustees.

John Lodge, A. F.and A. M. and was
one of the earliest members of St.
George’s Society. He is survived by his
wife, who was formerly Miss Sarah
Betts, daughter of the late Captain
Hiram Betts, of this city, and by three
sons and two daughters. The sons are
Dr. James Manning of this city, Edward
B. Manning of New York, and Charles
M., of the Bank of Nova Scotia, To-
ronto. The daughters are Miss Sarah
Manning and Mrs. George G. Hare of
Digby. The arrangements. for the fun-
eral are not yet completed.

The news of the death of Mr. Man-
ning will be learned with deep regret
by all who knew him, for to know him
Imeant to like him because of his kindly
disposition and his uprightness. He left
the stamp of manly character on many

FIGHTING ‘VERY FIERGE

Russian Strategy Has Triumphed
Over Vorn Hindenburg and
Latter’s Half Million Reinforce-
ments Have Been of Little Use

Petrograd, March 18—Battering away
at the Austro-German lines over a bat-
tle front 600 miles long, the Russians
are making progress in both Poland and
Galicia. The Germans are falling back
at mapy points towards the East Prus-
sian frontier.

In the Carpathians the Russians have

forced back the Austrians, capturing
hundreds of prisoners and some guns.
In  Bukowina the Austrians are rein-
forcing.
Although they have been unable to
pierce the Germans, the Russians have
forced Von K Hindenburg’s men to give
way, especially along the Orzec River,
where. the fighting has been carried on
with unparalleled ferocity.

It is reported that at one point in
Northern Poland, near the Mazurian
Lakes, the Russians are on the thres-
hold of another invasion of German
soil. A
The flerceness of the fighting on the
Bobr River, in the sector of Ossowiec,
is shown by reports that 15,000 Ger-

campaign. Although 500,000 reinforce-
ments were sent to Von Hindenburg,
the Russian commander manoeuvred in
such fashion that the German leader
could not deploy his men.
