Match will be Recognized

_ as First Challenger.

New York, Nov. 22—The loser of
the play-off for the world’s 18.2 balk-
line billiard ¢hampionship, which will
be held in Chicago on Dec. 17, 18 and
19, will be rated ‘'second in the tourna-
ment standing and as a result will be
the recognized challenger, it has been
decided officially. It has been ruled
that the play-off is a continuation of

the international tournament which
ended in a tie between Willie Hoppe
and Welker Cochran here on Nov. 8.

It means now that Hoppe and Coch-
ran will clash twice in 1,600-point
!matches, for the loser of the play-off
/is virtually certain to exercise his right
to challenge It originally was the
.belief that Yourg Jake Schaefer, who
!ﬁnished third in the tournament, would
be recognized as the challenger of the
i play=off winner. .
l Schaefer has not given up hope of
getling another.chance to win the title
Defore spring, and doubtless he will be
accommodated. In the event; Hoppe
wins both the play-off and ihe chal-
lenge match, he can be counted upon
to give Schaefer his chance, for only a
few days ago Hoppe said that should
Ihe be successful in retaining his title
he would honor the challenges of recog-
.nized players. And Schaefer is the
one player that he would not avoid, nie
intimated.

However, Cochran may be the man
who will have much to  say about
future challenge matches. He. has
gained confidence as a result of his re-
cent tournament success 'and his ‘decl-
sive victories over Hoppe and Schaefer
have done much to inspire him. Short-
ly before leaving for California he
suid that he had partially convinced

- CLEAN HOCKEY

Hope to Eliminate Practices
Which Mar Fine Win-
ter Sport. :

(Montreal Gazette.)
At the postponed annual meeting of
the National Hockey League, which is
to be held in Ottawa on December 1,

| certain proposals are to be submitted

by the Ottawa Hockey Associatipn
looking to the elimination of practices
which have seriously marred this fine
winter game in recent seasons and
have disgusted the lovers of clean
sport. It should scarcely be necessary
to state that the public who follow
professional hockey, and support it,
want to see the game decently played;
they have no love for deliberate row-
dyism and not the smallest admiration
for players who indulge in it. Such
players are, fortunately, in the minor-
ity, but that is reason enough why
they should not be permitted to bring
the game into disrepute; if they can-
not or will not play the game as it
should be played, they should be put
out of it, and kept out. The proposals
of the Ottawa Association will, if -
adopted clothe the president of the N.
H. L. with practically unlimited au-
thority in dealing with offending play-
ers. The details are for the League
representatives to determine, but the
principle is one in regard to which
there should be no difference of opin-
ion, nor should there be any hesitation
in adopting and enforcing whatever
drastic remedies are considered neces-
sary. That existing penalties are not
sufficiently severe is proven in the
frequency and flagrancy of the ex-
amples of bad sportsmanship which
lovers of good hockey have had so
much reason to deplore. Hockey can
be made a clean game, just as profes-
sional baseball—the most highly or-
ganized and commercialized of all
sports—has been made clean. There
have been violations of the ethics of
baseball, some of minor importance,
and some very few that have been
scandalous, but the delinquents, under
the rule of Commissioner Landis, have
been dealt with vigorously and impar-
tially, and the more serious offences
have ended the baseball careers of
major league players, with the result
that baseball is as clean a sport as
any that is played on this continent.
The same can be true of hockey: The
game is fast and, in some degree, a
dangerous one; accidents cannot al-
ways be prevented, but deliberate
thug-work can and ought to be
