Philadelphia, Aug. 8—Four large man- 
ufacturing plants were threatened with 
destruction, several firemen were burned 
or overcome by smoke, and many famil­
ies had to flee for their lives from their 
homes yesterday afternoon when the 
pGnt of the Union Petroleum Company, 
which occupied an entire block in the 
southern section of the city, was prac­
tically destroyed in a spectacular fire 
that raged for hours. The loss is esti­
mated at $125,000.

The fire had its origin in a storage 
house loaded with many thousand bar­
rels of highly inflammable oils. These 
exploded with deafening roar and with 
great rapidity. By the time the fire­
men responded, the big plant was blaz­
ing in twenty places. Five minutes af­
ter the first explosion the flames com­
municated to a 110,000 gallon tank, 
which exploded, sendidg burning oil in 
all directions.

JFour alarms were turned in in rap’d 
succession, calling out nearly half of th«r 
city’s fire-fighting apparatus. There 
were eighty tanks in the yard, each with 
a capacity of 400 barrels and 500 drums, 
each containing fifty barrels of oil. 
Twenty of these 400 barrel capacity 
tanks exploded within an hour, togeth­
er with all the 500 drums.

Great rivers of oil ran down the 
streets from the oil tanks, and laborers 
cut trenches for it into the sewers so 
that it could escape before becoming 
Ignited. The cause of the fire is not 
known.

The idea of laying tracks in Water 
street for. the improvement of delivery 
facilities for merchants, many of whom 
have been complaining, was discussed 
today at the meeting of the commission­
ers.

matter how willing they may be.

The commissioners agreed to the prin­
ciple of the scheme of improving the 
facilities for the betterment of trade and 
accommodation of the merchants. There 
was much discussion on the project and 
it will be definitely taken up in the near 
future. The matter of the location of 
tracks, paving, condition of the roadway, 
extent of the tracks, and various other 
matters would have to be considered, 
for since no plans have been made it is 
not known whether the tracks would be 
in the centre of the road, or along one» 
side—in fact nothing definite. It is ex-i 
pected, however, that should the schema 
be furthered the trackage would be up 
as far as the molasses platform at least.

“I have just 
had an agent touring Nova Scotia to 
purchase 10,000 barrels for fall trade 
He found that the Gravensteins and 
Kings, two of the main lines/ will be 
very short. The Blenheim pippins, 
are up to the average."’

The only apples in the market so far 
are from the United States. They 
small and not particularly tasty; they 
are also very high, selling at from $4 to. 
$6 a barrel.

All lines of fruit continue to be high. 
Pears, peaches and plums are scarce 
ing to the poor American crop and are 
expensive, pears are bringing $4.25 a 
box, peaches'$2.25 to $2.75 and plums 
#2.75.

The first shipments of California 
grapes are now coming in. They are 
bringing $3.50 a case but should decline 
in price from now on.
