The habit: of breakfast parties is mere-
ly 'a revival ,of what was a common prac-
tice jn- William IV’s time, but’fell into
disuse in Vietorian times. I[n one of Ihs-
raeli's novels, a character declares that
people who have the “breakfast out” hab-
it - are “generally Liberals. It shows a

The late Sir Edward Burne-Jones and|
William Morris made a practice of break-|
fasting  together every Siunday morning,
and the custom was kept up during a
great number of years.
