£Washington, D. C., Jan. 4.—Manufac­

turers participated to the extent of more 
than a billion dollars in the $2,500,000,000 
worth of commerce during the eleven 
months ending with November, 1905. 
Statistics announced by the department 
of commerce and labor show that the 
value of manufacturers’ material im­
ported was $513,000,000 during these eleven 
months, and of manufacturers' material 
exported $520,000,000, against $439,000,000 
the previous year. The value of crude 
material for use in manufacturing im­
ported in this time was $369,000,000, 
against $309,000,000 in the same months of 
the previous year. During these months 
there was a remarkable increase in the 
exports of agricultural products, especi­
ally of corn, the value of which 
from $21,000,000 in the previous year to 
$50,000,000 during the first eleven months 
of this year.
