Olean, N. Y., March 9—A number of
persons were killed near here to-night
by an explosion of oil. A collision oc-
curred two miles from the city about
9 o'clock. One of the traids in the
crash ‘was made up principally of tank
cars filled with cil. Some of the cars
were ditched and the oil caught fire, The
slgy was lighted up for miles, A large
number of people were attracted to the
scene of the accident from the city. Sev-
eral terrific explosions, presumably of
oil in the tank ears not demolished by
the first impact of the collision, oceurred
ahout 10 o'clock. = Soon afterwards a
telephone message was received at police
headquarters asking for all the amabul-
ancas and doctors in the eity,

Sidney Fish, a prominent business
man, returned from the scene of the fire
at midnight. He said:

“T was attracted to the scene of the
fire about 10 o’clock.

Flames shot outwards and up-
wards for a great distance. I saw sev-
eral persons who started to Tun away-
drop on ‘the” ground, and they never
moved again.

The Shooting of Miners,

Indianapolis, March 8—The official
report of Chris, Evans, who was sent to
the West Virginia coal fields to investi-
gate the killing of colored miners at
Atkinsville, has been received at the
headquarters of the United Mine Work-
ers. The report says that Gen. St. Clair,
who' is the attorney for the coal com-
panies, created an agitation to have the
men arrested and taken to Charleston,
and. that. immediately afterward ar-
rangements were made with the United
States marshal by the mine workers’ of-
ficials to give bond for all who were ar-
rested, but that later, on account of agi-
tation created by Deputy Marshal Cun-
ningham, the agreement entered into
with the marshal was broken and Cun-
ningham was sent to arrest the men,

According to the report

great feeling against
the men decided not to allow him to ar-
rest them, and he was driven away., Mr.
Evans says that he sent a telegram to
the men to submit quietly, but that the
coal companies, who own all of the tele-

" at Present—Men Refuse to Go

It is, he says, too early to’ say
anything in the matter.

I'here can be no doubt that the action ;
of the Miners’ Union in deciding to afiih-
ate with the Western Federation of
Miners was the immediate cause of the
decision to close the mines. - On Synday
the miners met in. Ladyswith and decid-
ed that they would unite with the great
‘Western Federation of -Miners. A pro-
pesition to ask for an increase of 15 per
cent. in wagés was voted down, but fed-
eration was.agreed to. s

The faet that Mr. »Dunsmuir abstains
from saying anything in' the matter at
present, seems to indicate that he may
revoke his order to-eclose the mines on
April 1st if the miners on their part de-
cide to cut off from the International
Federation. Mr. Dunsmuir has all along
evinced a strong dislike to his'mine em- |
ployees joining these great unions. Their
decided action in quitting work at Alex-
andria about a year and a half ago to
attend a miners’ convention for the pur-
pose of forming a union of all the mine
employees on Vancouver Island resulted :
in the closing of those mines, which have |
never since turned out any coal. ‘'The '
Alexandria mines’ were then reported Lo
have been run without profit. The same
is held with respect to the Extension |
mines. The cost of mining, ‘it is con-
temded, - has been almost. if not_ alto-
gether equal to the-income from the out-
put under the present conditions of the |
coal market. The closing of the mines '
under these conditions will hardly re:
present a loss to the owners. more
especially as the Comox coal fields are
sufficient to supply all present demands.

Mr, Dunsmuir, it is believed, has mo |
sympathy with the union with the West-
ern Federation of Miners. 'His ‘opposi-
tion is:said.to be due to-the danger he
anticipated in having work in his mines
placed at the merey of a wunion under
control of foreigners.

SHIPWRECKED SAILORS.

Reported to Have Been Abandoned by
an Italian Steamer.

St. Johns, Nfid.,, March 9.—The crew
British schooner Algeria, who
were rescued from the water-logged vess

THE GERMAN ARMY.

War Minister’s Reply to the Socialist
Leader—Duelling Also Discussed.

Berlin, March 10.—Herr Bebel, the
Socialist leader, during the debate on
the military budget in the Reichsfag,
said the higher classes of society were
in a state of permanent conspiracy
against law and religion. So far as
duelling was concerned, all the military
courts and the fixed opinion of the mili-
tary class, including His Majesty, re-
garded duelling as necessary in the
army, notwithstanding the Reichstag’s
resolutions on the subject and against
the weight of public opinion. The So-
cialist leader spoke on the unfavorable
criticism of the Kaiser manoeuvres in
the French and English press, as well
as by high German military writers,

War Minister Von Gossler said that
throughout the year 1902 no duel had
occurred between officers on the active
{ list. - Duellists, he continued, were par-
! doned only on the recommendation of the
i kighest courts.

The minister added: “We know per-
fectly well that an army having a large
{ cavalry force has an immense advantage
over its enemy. The Kaiser manoeuvres
show that our troops are quite pre-emi-
nent. When Herr Bebel refers to un-
