There was a time, an un-
happy time, when the British Parliament
thought they were well employed in
crushing out Irish manufuctures- in the
intereats of the British prodacer. = It was
a oruel, and it proved to be a ntupld‘
policy.. . That policy: thank  goodness
never willbe revived. Butif England
and Scotland had it in their powerto do
& great economic injury to Ireland in the
past, they surely have shown that itis
now in their power to confer great econo-
mio advaniages uponlreland in the future.
Some efforts of that kind -were made by
us, by the goverument .of which I wasa
member, between 1886 and™1892. I see
no sufficient reason  why the policy then

The
fiend Willams, who, in London, England,
in the year 1829, blotted out of existence,
ia the space of twelve days, two whole
households, suggested to De Quincy his
famous article of “Murder Considered as
one of the Fine Arts.” In the line of artis-
tic merit as attachiog to murder, De Quincy
immoralized Williams as being without a
compeer since the days of Cain. To-day,
howevér, Holmes has a multitude of De
Quincy’s through the daily - press, vieing

he (Holmes) shall receive. as their hands. |
As an artist in the line of murder, therefors,
Willisms must take a second place toHolmes,
It is complimentary to pablic merality for
the press of the country to assume that
there ia nothing like the theme of murder
to interest the people and sell the paper.
I do mot thimk that itis. Indeed, I be-
lisve that the reading and thinking public
are heartily sick of the abominable inhuman
record of the fiend, Holmes, that is daily
being presented to them. The legitimate
function of a newspaper should be that of &
‘moral educator; and not that of a parveyor
of indecent rubbish, It wounld seem that
only news of the sensational type are suit-
ed tothe columnsof the average paper.
By oatering to the meanest and lowest in-
mnou of the people it wounld appear the

y of a newspaper is only
mnred When that is the painful fact
should we feel aurprised at the crop of crime
being large aod varied ! The moral condi-
tion of & people may easily be determined
by the character of the literature on which
they \are daily and mentally fed.

by which the pablic taste is degraded and
debased, may fairly be described as a form
of moral murder.

An account by Mr. J. E. Daoerden of
the Jamaica Museum, states that the
Arawaks, who were a piaceabls people
probably numbering about 600,000 at the
tisie of the discovery of Jamaica by
‘Colngbus in 1494, were s cruelly treated
by their Spanish conquerors that the
original type seems to have heen complete-
ly destroged before the English conquest
of thy island in 1665. Little was left to
show that these Indisns ever existed.
The only two aboriginal skulls hitherto
known were found in a cave at Pedro
Bluff, and practically the only relics of
the native arts and manofactures have
been some fragments of primitive pottery
‘and a few flint implements and beads.
The new fifd includes the skeletons of not
less than 24 individuals of all ages from
early infancy upward. With these were
acanoe of cedar-wood, a well-preserved
mortar of orbor-vitae, two small earth-
enware vessels, a flint implament, bones
“of the coney, and some marine and land
shells. The cave is too small for a
habitation for so many parsons, and it is
supposed to have been used as a burial
place and perhsps also as a refuge from
‘the Spaniards. 2

A Desporado Shoots a Game Warden

A Bangor, Me., despatch says that fall
particulars have been received on the
attempted assassination of Game Warden F.
0. Collins of Presyue. Isle on Taesday of
Iast weck in the Allegash region, in the
vorthern papt of Aroostcok county, where
poachers and outlaws hold their sway and
where more trouble is given tha game
wardens than in any other part of the great
game region of Maine. Warden Collins was
more feared by the poachers than any other
man, On one occasion he captured three
desperate poachers single-handed and suc-
ceeded in taking them out of the woods,
although any one of the men would have
shot him dead if he had not succeeded in
getting the drop on them.

Collins had heard that there were a
number of poachers at work in the Allegash
region, and he went therea few dsys ago.

Several outlaws have made threats thas
they would kill him on sight, but that did
not deter Collins from going there aloue.

The man who shot Collins is & very ugly,
desperate character, who has acted as a
guide for years in this section. He never
was engaged as a guide for the same party
twioe.

A Bangor man who had this man, whose
name is said to be Morris, but who goes
also by the name of Morrigette. and Morri-
son, for guide not long ago, told the Boston
Herald correspoadent that he was one of the
ugliest, most villianous men ke had ever
seen in the woods, and he added that he
sometimes believed him to be crazy, and
liable at any moment to kill somebody.

It seems that Morris had an old gradge
agsinst Warden Collins, who had caught
him poaching, and determined to kill him,

On Taesdsy, Collins stopped at Polkey’s
camp on tha Allegash, and was to remain
their over night, Morris happened to be
at Cissey’s across the steam and not far
away.

Morris was told that the game warden was
at Pelkey’s camp and he went over, swear-
ing vengeance against all game wardens, and
eyvidently determined to kill somebody. He
‘told Cissey as he jumped into his canoe,
that he was going to shoot the warden, and
he was as good as his word—the -first time
probably that he kept his'word,

the camp, where some wom=n anl children
‘were, snd ssid he was going ‘to- kill ‘the
whole lot, children and all.

= The women screamed in horrofat his
‘appearance and mawmer, to say nothing of
his threats.

Wardea Collins, who was in another room
hearing their cries, cams out to defend
them. The women ran oat of the room on
his approach and souight a place of safely.

Morris recognized Collins at ooce and a
marderons look came into his eyes, Cbllins
asked him what he was doing there, %o
which Morris replied by raisiog his gua and
firing deliberately at the warden twice in
rapid sucoession.

The bullet pussed ' through Collin’s left
Inog and passed out at the shoulder blade,
and the sther was embedded in the upper
part of the body, near the heart.

Collins, although badly wounded, sprang
into a bedroom and closed and barred the
door.

Morris then wn}ked leisurely to his cance
and paddled off,

He has a camp on » small island in Ches-
ndoovk lake which he has strongly fortifiad,
and he claims that no man can take him
alive, He feels able to resist the aprosch of
of dozeuns of men. He has a namber of rifles,
and guos and-a Iwrge amounant of amumition
aod it is probable that the offizers may have
a desperate tima in capturing him.

The officers are determined to capture him,
and will take a huadred men if necéasary
with them to accomplish it. They are
fearing that Morris may atrike for New,
Brunswick, however, where he would be
sheltered and hidden by his companions.
