Four Pundred People Lost Their
Lives in St. Louis Cyclone.

The Property Loss Will Hange From
Ten to Thirty Millions eof Dollars

Miles of Wrecked Bloeks Yet Unexplored by
the Authortties.

* Chicago, May 27.—One of the great-
est disasters of recent years over-
whelmed the city of St. Louis tonight
in the shape of a -syclone, which be-
gan shorily after five o’clock, and for
over thirty minutes tore its awful way
through the city with a welocity of
over eighty miles an hour. Although
reports from there are very. meagre,
owing to the almost total destruction
of the telegraph wires, it seems cer-
tain that the number of dead and
wounded will amount to fully one thou-
sand, and the damage done, to millions
of dollars. The city hospital, wihich
fortunately survived the storm, is fill- |
ed tu cverflowing with mangled men, :
women and children, and the morgue
witkin two hours after the end of fthe
storm was so full of corpses that it
was necessary to provide other quar-
ters for the reception of the dead. In
addition to those who were killed in:
their houses and In the streets, hun-
dreds of dead are beneath the waters
of the Mississippi river. . Of all the-:
steamers on the levce, whien the storm
broke out, but one is new afloat.” All

After sending this brief despatch
the telegraph wire failed.

One of the worst features of the dis-
aster is thought to have taken place
at the race track at St. Louis, where
the races were in full swing and the
grand stand was crowded. with peo-

i ple. Returns from the St. Louis races

are received at the track at Lakeside,
Ind., and at a few minutes safter b
o’clock the operator sending the re-
port of the races stopped his work
long enough to remark: “There goes
the f%grand stand,” and then his wire
collapsed,  and nothing more was
heard from him. In a few seconds the
sarme message was repeated from Lex-
ington, Ky., with the additional in-
formation that fully one hundred peo-
ple were killed. This information was

‘subsequently corroborated by the op-

erator at Descauture, who said that in
Tis second message received from East
St. Louis it was declared that the
grand stand at the races was down,
and that fully one hundred and fifty
people were buried in the ruins.

A few minutes after 5 o’clock the
cperator of the Associated Press at St.
Louis, who was in the aet of taking
the usual report, semt word that it
was growing very dark and asked for
a minute’s delay that he might pro-
vide himself with a light. In a sec-
ond more the wire snapped, and it was
imrpossible to gat any further inform-
ation from him or out of the town.
