ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

Ottawa, Nov. 2.—John Torrance of
the Dominion line was in town today

‘and had an interview with the prem-

fer with regard to securing a subsidy
for the mew steamship (Canade \-tg
carry the mails from Halifax to Liv-
erpool during the winter. The exist-
ing arrangement is with the Allan
company, who sublet hailf the service
to the Dominion line. The Labrador
and Vancouver of that line carry the
malls in connection with two of the
Allan steamers. If a third vessel of

‘the Dominion line weas put on it would

only ‘leave  the Allans one-fourth “of
the service. Mr. Laurier discussed
the whole matter with Mr. Torranoce
and informed him that he would lay
it before his colleagues.

Mhe supreme court re-assembled
this morning and proceeded with the
heaning of the maritime province list,
In ‘Warner-v. Don, in which the sup-
reme court had rendered judgment
last June, a motion was made to va-
cate ‘the judgment and revise and al-
ter it and permit further discussion
of certain questions. The application
'was refused wikh costs, Harris, Q. .,
for ‘the motion; Gormuily, Q. C., con-
tra.

‘The case of the Queen v. O'Neill et
al-having been struck off the iist the
first case taken up was the schooner
Frederick Gerring, Jr., v. the Queen.
The seizue of this vwsel as is well
known, was made last May off the
Nova IScotia coast ‘for the dinfraction
of the treaty of 1818 amd 'the domin-
fon regulations as to fisheries, and
her cargo, consisting of about 200 bar-
rels of mackerel, with her tackle, ap-
parel, furniture and stores were de-
clared forfeited by the Hon. James
MecDonald, C. J. of Nova Scotia, act-
ing as local judige in exchequer. The
appellant claims that the fish were
caughit - outside ‘the limit and that
they were merely discharging the
mets when -the arrest was made, at
@& point to which they kad drifted
over ‘the 1line. The question arises as
to what constitutes ‘‘fishing or tak-
ing fish" under the treaty, and wheth-
er fish are caught by merely netting
them or if they require to he secure-
ly landed  before 'the operation is
complete. MacCoy, Q. C. for appel-
lant; Newcombe, Q. €., deputy min-
ister of justice, for the crown. Judg-
mend was reserved.

Shortly beflore the court rose the
case of the ship Cuba v. McMilon

was commenced. The argument was
‘procee'dﬂng at time of adjourament.
