to Newark.

NEWARK, N. J, Nov. 3.—Fresh
from an ocean race of more than 800
miles, from Hillsboro, New Brunswick,
to this city, with the three-masted
British sch. Hartney W., of Parrsboro, °
Nova Scotia, an opponent of no uncer-:
tain merit, the Yankee three-master
Annie Bliss, hailing from New York,
arrived at the pier of the Newark Lime
and Cement Co. at the foot of Bridge
street yesterday afternoon. She was a
winner in the informal contest by about
five hours. The victory was profitable
to the American vessel, because she
managed by reaching here first, to ob-
tain a berth and the assurance of a
yuick discharge. The Hartney W., half
2 day astern of the victor, was obliged
to anchor in Newark Bay, off the Bay-
onne shore, from which point the great-
er part of her cargo will be lightered
to this city.

The voyage of the Annie Bliss was
eventful from the fact that she en-

ountered heavy weather during much

of her run, twice driven into shelter-
ng harbors for refuge, sustained some
damage to her rigging and sails, learn-
ed what it is to buffet an eighty-mile-
an-hour gale, and picked up a Glouces-
ter fishing dory that had either been
1 adrift from a wvessel or had con-
tributed to some unexpected sea tra-
gedy.

in the open, but when she parted her

_bay Harbor, Me. The schooner delayed
' here only a short time, and as soon as
the weather moderated somewhat and
new canvas was bent in place of that
'destroyed, she again put to sea and
‘undertook to make up for the time
lost. On the afternoon of last Tues-
day, while ﬂounderlng over Nantucket
Choals in the height of another heavy
wind storm from the southwest, she
carried away or had split into useless
ribbons several gails, and made for
Vireyard Haven, Mass. There she
tock another deep breath and again
started out on the following day, while
the storm was still raging furiously.
Captain Huntley had by this time
abandoned hope of beating his rival
into the port of Newark, but he drove
his craft for every knot he could draw
out of her, and had the satisfaction,
on his arrival, to learn that the Hart-
ney W. had not been. heard from, She,
it appears, stood” out to sea to avoid
the necessity of making a harbor, and
while she plunged along steadily did
not make sufficient headway to out-
sail the Bliss, notwithstandirig the lat-
ter's two delays.
{ The Bliss and the Hartney W. were
of a fleet of forty-six vessels that ar-
rived at New York together, two of
the others being the three-masted
schooners R. D. Spear and Ruth Rob-
inson, the latter under command of
Captain Theall, both of which are
well known at this port. According to
Captain Huntley, the Spear was bound
from Dalhousie, N. B., for New York,
and was so severely pounded by the
' seas that she was forced to put into
Rockland, Me., to stop a number of
leaks that appeared in her underbody.
She was delayed at Rockland for a
week making the necessary repairs,
and resumed her trip Octofer 12. The
Annie Bliss will make such repairs as
are nécessary here, and will sail again
for_the eastward in about a week,

ACCIDENT ON L. C, R.

. The Famous ¢Iron Bridge” Gave Way

at Last.

HALIFAX, N. 8., Nov. 7.—~An acci-
dent occurred on the Intercolonial
Railway this morning at a very early
hour. Seven cars of a special train
went through one of the spans of the
bridge on the East River. The engine
and tender passed over in safety, but
Just as the cars reached the defective
part it gave way and seven of them
piled up in the river bed in a broken
mass, some thirty feet below the top
of the bridge. All the train and en-
gine men escaped unhurt. The- acci-
dent will seriously impede traffic for
a time. It is fortunate the accident
did not ogcur a few hours later, when
the local express, crowded with work-
ing men, would have been due to cross
the bridge. Had such a thing occur-
red there would in all probability have
been fearful loss of life.

The bridge was erected nearly forty
years ago and was gauged for the
small sized light rolling stock then in
use on the Nova Scotia rallway sys-
tem—mere pigmies in comparison with
the huge cars and monster locomotives
in use on the road today.

The train left Stellarton this morn-
ing at 2 o’clock and consisted of nine
cars and the locomotive. When the
New Glasgow side of the bridge was
reached the engineer felt the bridge
give way and at once put on full
steam, to which the engine responded
with a sudden crash, breaking itself
from the tender, which at that time
was going through the bridge. Once
freed from the engine, the tender
crashed through Into the water, quick-
ly followed by seven cars, the van and
one bhox car remaining on the track.

The road is badly blocked and will
be for two weeks. The passengers
from New Glasgow this morning were
forced to come to Stellarton, where
they were enabled to take the train
and continue their journey. Transfers
for- passengers until repairs are made
will be by train car between New
Glasgow and Stellarton. Baggage will
be transferred by team.

THE GUNPOWDER PLOT.

Orangemen Hzard an Address on the

Events Léading up to it.

The St. John Loyal Orangemen cele-
brated the fifth of November by hold-
ing an open night at their hall on Ger-
main street. A large number of the
order, together with their lady friends,
were present.. District Master George
Jenkins occupied the chair and briefly
welcomed those present, He intro-
duced Recorder Skinner, P. C. M., who
had been asked to speak on the events
leading up to the gunpowder plot.

The recorder read a most interesting
paper, tracing the developmerft of
events leading up te the attemnt to
blow up the houses of parliament and
kill James I. and the lords and com-
moners. The plot was a natural out-
come of the struggle between those in
favor of papal power and the Protest-
ants. The trouble started when Henry
the eighth threw off the power of the
pope and declared himself head of the
English church. In the reign of Mary
the Catholics again got the upper hand,
but through the reign of Elizabeth
many strict laws had been enacted
against the Catholics. In James the
first the Catholics rightly had great
hopes. In return for many promises of
less stringent laws against ihem they
had worked hard to procure his acces-
sion, only to find that when finally
seated on the throne he returned to the
hard measures of Queen Elizabeth. Af-
ter trying gentle means to alleviate
their lot Catesby and Winter deter-
mined that some more powerful blow
must be struck. The recorder empha-
sized the fact that the plot was under-
taken from so selfish motives, the con-
spirators firmly believing that they
were working for the good of their co-
religionists.

Mr. Skinner then went over the de-
tails of the plot from the time early in
1604, when Catesby and John Wright
first conceived it, to the time when it
was discovered, through an anonymous
letter of warning to the Catholic lords
and the punishment of the conspirators
which followed.

After the address Chairman. Jenkins
introduced to the audience and wel-
comed to St. John Grand Chaplain Rev.
A. J. Prosser, who has recently taken
charge of Waterloo street Free Baptist
church.

Rev. Mr., Prosser was called to the
platform, and after thanking Mr. Jen-
kins for his kind words highly compli-
mented the recorder on his interesting
address. Col. A. J. Armstrong moved
a vote of thanks to the speaker of the
evening, which was unanimously .car-
ried.

Russians at Port Arthur
Stubbornly Resist,

But the Japanese are Steadily Clos-
ing in on the City--Fighting is
Desperate.

CHICAGO, Nov. 7.—~A special to the
Chicago Daily News from Dalny, Nov.
6, via Kobe, Nov. 7, says:

After three days of continuous bom-
bardment of Port Arthur, which caus-
ed extensive destruction to the Sho-
Jusan and Niryusan forts in the west
centre of the Russian line of defence,
and also to Kekwan fort, the right
wing of the Japanese army assaulted
Shojusan yesterday afternoon. Hav-
ing carried the approaches to that
height the assailants entrenched them-
selves under the glacis of the forts. In
the evening the left wing delivered an
assault on Kekwan, fighting its way
to the lower paarpet. There the Jap-
anese held the ground stubbornly in
the face of Russian counter attacks.

Having been reinforced during the
night, the Russians charged down up-
on the Japanese and desperate hand
to hand conflicts ensued. The Japan-
ese beat back the enemy and destroy-
ed two covered positions on the front
moat. A Japanese sub-lieutenant
with thirty volunteers then succeeded
in making his way to the rear of the
fort. There he engaged in a personal
conflict with a Russian officer and
killed him. Having discovered two
more defences in the rear moat, the
sub-lieutenant withdrew his force with
the loss of two men. Later in the
night the advanced position of the
Japanese was taken and re-taken
twice. The besiegers succeeded in
holding the approaches and construct-
ing trenches connecting them with the
army’s front parallel. At dawn num-
bers of dead were visible on the slopes
north of fort five. The new and old
batteries in the left centre of the line
of defence, were captured by the se-
vere fighting of the night. These op-
eartions have driven an effective
wedge into the Russian centre. Severe
explosions have occurred in the fort-
ress within the last few days. The
total casualties of the Japanese in the
late “attacks were ‘1. 11 Oven 4500 |
were Kkilled wup to ‘Oectober 9. 'The
gpirit of the men is magnificent., The
firing of all the guns is wonderfully
effective.

The climax to the late bombardment
came between 4 and 6 o’clock Satur-
day afternoon. It was a superb spec-
tacle. Every fort of the enemy was en-
gaged and the fighting in the trenches
was constant and severe. The out-
posts of the contending forces were
only forty feet apart. At one o’clock
this morning one of the Japanese
trenches collapsed into a Russian gal-
lery. The enemy, being surprised
underground, fled in confusion,

MUKDEN, Nov. 7.—The Japanese on
Saturday night attacked some of the
Russian outposts in considerable force,
but the Russians had been warned and
the Japanese were repulsed.

They were not able to take away all
their killed or wounded, leaving twen-
ty-eight bodies on the field. The Rus-
sians lost nine men.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 7.—The
necessity for officers for service at the
front has resulted in the mobilization
of all reserve officers in St. Petersburg,
Vilna, Warsaw, Kieff, Odessa, Moscow,
Kazan and the Caucasus. The loss of
officers at Liao Yang and below Muk-
den was about 1,300. The mobilization,
while intended to supply the deficiency,
is also necessitated by the grand scale
on which the war in the far east is to
be prosecuted.

The news from the front indicates
that General Kuropatkin is devoting
his attention chiefly to keeping the
Japanese busy along the line of their
fortifications below the Shakhe River.
The Russians apparently are enjoying
some superiority in the matter of artil-
lery, as many of the heavier field trains
and mortar batteries are now arriving
and being brought into service.

Hon. George E. Foster took Iife a
little more easily yesterday than for
the previous three weeks, and an easy
mind contributed to the effective re-
storation of a weary body. To a World
reporter last night he looked quite fit
for anything in the way of campaign-
ing that might come along.

‘“There is no doubt we are defeated,”
he said without any trace of ‘“‘regret to
report” sentiment.

“The government has a large major-
fty—too large for the good of the coun-
try, and possibly too large for their
own comfort. They will no doubt in-
terpret the verdict as the country’s de-
cisive answer to the issues put before
it. I don’t look at it that way so far
as the great issue of the transcontin-
ental railway is concerned. With all
respect for the intelligence of the coun-
try, and it stands high, the question
was too new, too complex, and too
much obscured by representation to
enable us to say that the people have
really pronounced upon that question.
Three weeks of a campalign are alto-
gether too short to permeate a constiu-
ency like Canada, and get a reasored
judgment on such an issue. The ques-
tion is by no means disposed of, in my
opinion.

“As to the tariff, the government will
pursue its old course, trimming its sails
to catch each breeze as it passes; giv-
ing and taking, plecing and parcelling,
50 as to catch the votes of one Ingerest,
and another. No one expects any con-
sistency from them. They have long
since given up any question of prin-
ciple in relation to the tariff.

‘“The redeeming feature is that the
country is unmistakably protectionist,
and not even the government will be
allowed to go so far as greatly to viti-
ate it,

THE DANGER THAT THREATENS.

“The worst part of the business is in
minor matters, the matters of great
importance. That the government will
take the country’s vote as a license to
them to weaken the safeguards on pub-
lic expenditure by inefficient and for-
mal audit, and a license to go on sap-
ping and undermining the independ-
ence of parliament by open and un-
blushing traffic in appointments i rea-
sonable to suppose.

LIBERALS ARE RATILED

Over the Decision of Quebec Conser-

vatives Not to Contest Elections.

MONTREAL, Nov. 7.—The liberals
are very much rattled over the decision
of conservatives, in view of the short
time allowed them, not to place any
candidates in the field. The great point
being made by conservatives is that
there exists no reason beyond liberal
party self-interest why the expense of
a general election should be saddled
upon the province at the present time.
