Corporal Murray, some months ago, 
received two ugly 
through the left thigh and the other 
through the foot. Both wounds healed 
up In good style but the one In the 
foot was the worst of the two. After 
some time In hospital he was once 
more sent up the line and was there 
In plenty of time to get Into the first 
big drive and the capture of Vimy 
Ridge. While he passed through sev­
eral engagements without being 
wounded, the old wound in the foot 
weakened and he was obliged to re­
tire, be examined, was sent to Eng­
land and from the motherland sent 
back to Canada on a furlough to get 
strong again and return when fit.

Borne of the best fighters in the 
province comes from Murray's home, 
and only recently two of Campbellton’s 
sons were decorated with military 
medals for bravery while In action.

Corporal Murray first became known 
to the 8L John boys on the first of 
last July when he Joined In with the 
other great war veterans and was cho­
sen as the standard bearer on their 
memorable excursion to Boston, when 
they were the guests of Mayor Curley, 
the City of Boston, Intercolonial Club 
and the Canadian Club. Many were 
the snap shots taken of the tall High­
lander, and no few pictures appeared 
in the big Boston dallies of him. It 
was at the big fourth of July celebra­
tion in Roxbury Park, when all the 
Allies were represented, and delega­
tions marched through masses of 
people to salute a charming lady who 
represented Columbia. Columbia was 
tall and beautiful and the Boston 
newspaper photographers seeing Mur­
ray standing with the Canadian veter­
ans, picked on him as a fit subject for 
a picture. After much persuasion, big 
bashful Murray was escorted to the 
centre of the park, the Highlander was 
Introduced to Miss Columbia, Murray 
saluted, Columbia beamed a winning 
■mile, they g reaped hands, and for the 
few momenta that they held hands, 
hundreds of cameras clicked, and the 
result which was most noticeable in 
the pictures in the Boston papers was 
Murray holding hands with a very 
pretty lady who represented the whole 
of the United States. When asked 
bow he liked the ordeal, Murray said: 
*Oh gosh, she looked fine, but I would 
rather fight a bunch of Huns than do 
that again.”

Corporal Murray arrived in the city 
yesterday and has a position at the 
armory where he will be stationed for 
a time.

The sardine factory site and milk 

were the subjects under discussion at 
the committee meeting of the council 
held yesterday morning. It was de­
cide J to further consider the factory 
site at today’s meeting.

The Mayor presided at the meeting 
and all the members or the council 
were present

J. Fred Belyea was present and ask­
ed some concessions among them tax 
exemption and free water to the 
amount of 26,000 gallons per day. He 
is asking for the site at the heed of 
No. 16 berth. The proposed factory 
would cost about $90,000 and employ 
one hundred hands.

Commissioner Fisher asked If the 
question of offensiveness had been 
considered.

Commissioner Wlgmore said he had 
lately been through the factories at 
Lubec and Eastport and found they 
were not offensive. He did not favor 
the giving of free water as all plants 
In the city were paying for the water 
used.

It was finally decided to furnish 
each commissioner with a typewritten 
copy of the concessions asked for and 
the matter will be taken up at today’s 
council meeting.

Commissioner Fisher thought it 
would be advisable to instruct Com­
missioner Wlgmore, who will attend 
the convention at Ottawa to discuss 
the milk and milk products situation, 
as to the attitude of the 8t. John City 
Council regarding the present price oi 
milk. The other commissioners did 
not think this advisable.

Commissioner Fisher offered the fol 
lowing resolution regarding the milk 
fcituation In the city:

"1. That in the opinion of the Com­
mon Council of the city of St. John 
the retail price of milk In 8L John at 
the present time should be ten or tea 
and a half cents per quart Instead ol 
twelve cents, as being charged, deliv­
ered at the houses In bottles; that the 
producers’ portion of the price should 
be about five and a half cents per 
quart, this being for the milk placed in 
the dealers’ cans and delivered at the 
nearest railway station, and that the 
dealers' portion of the retail price 
should be about four and a half cents 
per quart; this amount covering 
freight to 8L John, teaming, labor, 
wastage, etc., and the furnishing of 
cans and bottles.

”2. That the milk producers of Kings 
county, N. B., in recently combining 
and raising from five to seven cents 
per quart, the price of milk delivered 
at the nearest railway station for ship­
ment to 8t. John dealers, have appar­
ently committed an Illegal act and that 
proceedings should be taken against 
them by the Dominion authorities.”

The resolution failed to find a sec­
onder.

In speaking on the situation Com­
missioner McLellan gave some figures 
showing the increase In the cost of 
food. He referred to the need for an 
Inspector as he claimed the quality 
was much more important than the 
price.
