Will Not Submit to

Termsot the Allies
and SoMustFight
on as Before

Berlin, via London, Jan. 13.—The
German press, although expressing
indignation at what it considers
slurs on the Central Powers in the
reply of the Entente to President
Wilson, and although angered at
the peace conditions, finds consola-
tion in the belief that the note will
serye to weld together all classes in-
to an unconquerable and determined
, Papers like The Tageblatt
and the Lokal Anzeiger emphasize
this expected effect of the Allies’ re-
ply, and almost ignore the second
German note, which was published
simultaneously. The pan-German
press, on the other hand, gives the
German communication the greatest
importance and hails it as a sign
that the leaders of the Central pow-
ers are finally coming around fo
their view in regard to the Belgian
and other questions,

The Entente’s specific delination
of 'its aims is accepted in general
with relief as finally eliminating all
guess‘work and allowing everyone
to see™just what is at stake. The
extravagance of these aims, ac-
cording to the Lokal Anzeiger, binds
central Europe a thousand times
tighter together, The = Tageblatt
.thinks‘that the note, instead of be-
ing a heavy blow for Geriany, as
Predicted, really makes things easier
because’ if will serve to arrange all
differences of opinion. This paper be-
lieves that the reply “at one stroke
pnites such opposites as the Social-
ists, who are desirous of avoiding
any rejection of overture®™ with the
moderates, who now favor a busi-
ness peace and with the annexation-
ists, who insist upon the total defeat
of the enemy.” &

In conclusion The Tageblatt. says:

“The Entente's nete has nut an
end to this elucidation game and
has driven away the tiny rosy cloud.
Everyone must know what attitude
to take towards such undisguised
desires for the subiugation of the
German people. For .Germans ther=
is no doubt and it does not need to
be reiterated that it is not as easv
to defy Germany on the battlefiel:l
as on paper.”

The other Berlin naners general-
ly take the vieWw that the Allies’ r.-
ply means an end to peace hope. Th»
Taeglische Rundschau says that
“war by notes is thus exhausted for
the nresent.” “From the Sereil
and the Mediterranean,” it contir-
ues, ‘‘another war is calling with a
moic impressive voice.”

The Figaro says
the Germans and Austrians had de-
clared they would not renly to the
refusal of the Allies to consider the
proposal, but that on reflection they
concluded it would be better not to
remain cuiet under the smashing
blow of our note.

“They have rebplied,” savs this
newspaper,  ‘“but as -thev had said,
they could not continue the conver-
sation even indirectly with enemies
who treated them so badly, it is to
neutrals they addressed their at-
