I have been with 4

Nations of ye far Indian Medewandany nichheake,

wisselake & Johandadeke, & have taken much trou=

ble pains to perswade y into ye Intrest of this

Governmt. to wch they have hearked & are now

become our frends, but there are still more

farr nations if any of ye should happen to come

& give oppertunity to us of making any propositions they

say yt they have nothing in hand to speake & Invite you

to ye Intrest of this province therefore they resolved to come

here to their brethren in Albany wch are rich & well stockt

with goods & therefore desire to be supplyd with goods on

yt purpose as being for ye Intrest of this Governmt.

Brethren we desire yt we may be supplyd with ye Smith &

Stock maker liveing at Schenectady called Goost van
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answer to ye propositions of ye 2 sincke Sachis

Brethren we do in behalf of his Excellency salute you

here

Assure you yt we are very glad to see you in health

Brethren it will be a great satisfaction to his Excel=

as it is to us of your Endeavour ye you have taken some

much pains in bringing ye far nations of Indians into

our Intrest wch we take to be an equal Benefitt

for us our brotheren ye six nations we shall acquain

his Ex with our proceedings in ye Affair,

Brethren you know yt we have built a house at Oswes

by consent of the Brethren ye six nations we perceive yt at

french at Canada are much against it pretending that they have

a right to yt place brotheren that house is not only a

Security for our traders but also a great security for our

brethren the five nations were by the french will be

prevented to attack our brethren we know very well yt

ye french by false instigations shall endeavour to intimate

our brethren to resent yt good work but wee know very well

ye our brethren are wise & prudent & shall never hearken to ye

false storys & Instigations of ye french who always Endeavour

to break ye Covenant chain & desire you will do your utmost

Endeavour with ye rest of our brethren to secure ye sd. house

when ever ye french or their Indians should attempt to dispose
