Having decided to join the Canadian Engineers, the
following should be closely followed:—

Apply for medical examination to your local medical
officer, and if he passes you as fit, mail your Attestation
Papers to The Recruiting Officer, 6th Field Company,
Canadian Engineers, North Vancouver, B. C.,, who will
forward transportation for you to proceed to Vancouver,
where upon arrival you will be examined by a Medical
Board. If on this examination you are found to be
medically unfit for overseas service, return transporta-
tion will be provided you to return to your home.

The following are some of the causes of rejection of
men seeking enlistment in the Canadian Engineers:
Defective eyesight, defective hearing, loss of fingers or
toes, rupture, varicocele, varicose veins, flat feet.

The following standard of height and chest measure-
ment is maintained: Height, minimum, 5 ft. 2 in.;
chest measurement, ages 18 to 30, minimum 33 inches;
over 30 years of age, minimum, 34 inches.
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
