SUCCESSFUL BEE KEEPING A NUT­

SHELL.

The greet secret iu successful bee keeping 
consists in knowing how to keep alt Stocks 
strong, or having them strong, with brood in nil 
stagne, noising bee* and outside laborers, at 
the commencement of honey harvest. To 
illustrate this we will suppose that A. end B. 
both bare the same resources in their respec­
tive localities, or we will ray that they both re­
side in the same locality, end their honey 
harvest commence* ee the first of June. The 
last half of July end the first hall of Asgwst 
there is no forage for bees ; but Jtiao and the 
first half ot July are good, and the lest hell of 
August and the month of September ere good.
