The “Close Season” for setting 

out fire in Northern Ontario is 
from April 15th to September 30th. 
During that time within the Per­
mit Area no one may set out fire 
for clearing land, disposing of de­
bris or other inflammable waste, or 
for any industrial purpose, without 
first obtaining a written fire permit 
from a Fire Ranger. This applies 
not only to settlers but to railway 
section crews, camp and mill crews, 
road builders, including Govern­
ment employees, and all other per­
sons.

The “Close Season” applies to all 
Ontario north of Bobcaygeon and 
Smith’s Falls and west of the line 
from there to Renfrew.

The Permit Area includes those 
parts of Nipissing, Sudbury, Temis- 
kaming and Algoma lying north of 
the C.P.R. between Mattawa and 
North Bay and north of the C. N. 
R. westward to a point some 35 
miles beyond Hornepayne.

The remainder of the Province 
forms the Exempt Area. Within 
the sparsely peopled Exempt Area 
no permits are generally issued, 
but those setting out fires in the 
“Close Season” are required to 
exercise every reasonable precau­
tion and a Chief Fire Ranger, if 
he deems it wise, may serve a Pro­
hibitory Notice and require a per­
son to take out a permit.
